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INTRODUCTION.

In preparing this official Report of the jewish Inter-
national Conference on the Suppression of the Traffic in
Girls and \Vomeu, the Gcntlelnen's Committee of the
Jewish Association for the Protection of Girls and Women,
who were responsible for the organization of (he Con-
ference, have endeavoured to present it as fully and
as accurately :is possible. From various causes much
difficulty \\'ZlS found in obtaining a complete vcrbutim
report, and the cditons hope that II() injustice has been done
to any of the spwkers, whether by commission or by
omission.

This Conference, having hcen the first Jewish Inter-
national Conference called for the purpose of dealing
with this terrible evil, so far as it affects the jewish Com-
munity, it is, perhaps, desimhle to give, in a few words, the
chief reasons which induced the Committee to organize it.

For many ywrs national non-sectarian Committees
aiming :it the suppression of the tratlie have been estab-
lished in almost every country of Europe, and in America,
and it was found that, although among the traffickers
aml their victims jews and jewesscs were unfortunately
to he found, an inadequate knowledge of the subject was
still prevalent among large number of Olli' co-religionists,
and consequently an inadequate interest was shown by
them in the ineasurm that were being taken to check the
evil. lt was thought that this lack of interest was, perhaps,
specially clue to an ignorance of (lie extent to which
members of the jewish me were alTccted hyit,or even con-
cernccl in it. Again, thc causes of thetratlicamongjews are
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in many respects peculiar, depending, as they largely du,
upon unfortunate social and political conditions which are
the result of long-continued persecution and oppression.
The evils clue to special causes require special remedies,
while many aspects of the Sallie, so jar as it alTeels
jewish victims, need to he dealt with and combated hy
Jewish workers from at specifically Jewish basis, and nu
the strength of knowledge which Jews alone can adequately
collect, and then wisely employ. For all these reasons it
was thought that the time had come when it was desirable,
and indeed almost necessary, to convene a speeilically
Jewish Conference.

The excellent attendance, and the unflagging interest
which was evident during the six sittings of the Con-
fereuee, were most encouraging, and the Committee desire
lo tender their heartiest thanks to all the delegates. 'l11ey
earnestly hope that the recommendsltions which were
adopted by the Conference will prove of great use in
stimulating interest in all parts nl the world where Jews
are to he found, and that the deleggltes will use their utmost
enclewouru to get thceic reeommendzutions adoptccl in
their own countries, so that Jewish girls and women may
he saleguzvded, and that they may he protected (mm
becoming victims of the tragic.

in conclusion, the Committee desire to point out that
they have reproduced, to the hest ul' their ability, the
speeches o( the various speakers in the language in which
they were delivered, hut that they air not take upon them-
sclvel any responsibility for the statements made, or the
opinions cxpreaaed, by any inrliviclnul member ot' the
Conference.

Your coming to London, lrnm jar :md near, is well, for
the cause that has ztttmctcd you is one that demands the
championship of both men and women, ul thoughtful
citizens from all civilizedcuunh'ics,ll'om dis:\ntContmelUs,
even from the United States and South America.

Your eoiniug is well indeed for the muse that touches
you :ind moves you; it is well for us workers, who want
your :ldvice :did your sympathy; may l odd, it is wall for
yourselves, who are now brought face to face with many
whom you might never have met, were it not for this
common bond of inlerst. Give us your warm sympathy,
your wide experience, both so needful in this painful and
heart-stirring work, and give us your valuable advice,
based upon your knowledge of the facts that hav- come
under your notice.

In this work it behovcs us all, as you know :md will
readily admit, to protect the individual as well us society at
large. We have, we workers, to act the part of lighthouse, as
well as that of lifeboat. Wehave to warm as wells to rescue.
We have to punish, or rather to get the law to punish, as
well as to save ; we have to beware of being too emotional,
as we have to beware of holding too strictly to rules and
regulations. Our work must be judicious in character,
yet elastic in the way it is carried out.

Our work denmnds a Wisc head and Fl warm heart.
The latter has always been a characteristic of the Jewish
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people; their kindness lo tliezlistresaicd in body :did mind.
:ui<ltheir generosity lo those in trouble, :ire provcrhinl, :md
judging bythe gracious words but lately spoken in praise
of the Jewish Board o[Guar¢li:lnshy am English staitesunun,
the \\';11'1)1 flirt has not hcen unaccompanied by the Wisc
licud. lint for many yeans, the particular curse that calls
us together to-day was tacitly ignored by the jewish
Conunnnity. They had always set 240 grcant n store by the
purity of the women of' their brotherhood, thutthey could
not bring themselves to believe in the growth of impurity
:nnongst them. 'l`h:\t Jewish women, but well her inn,
should dclihcmtcly lerul other women into sin, scenicd
incredible to them ; and yet, so it ix. Time has brought
right-minded men :did women of the Jewish Community
to confess with sorrow :md shzune, that they, with other
races, must count the evil-doers amongst their ntnkrs; that
they, with other r:\ce.\s, must recognize the victims nn\onl.(st
their own people. Rapidly has the evil grown and
extended, but as rapidly is public opinion ripening
against it. if Jews arc, alas l to be found amongst the
sinners, they are also, thank God l well to the fore in the
work of rescue and of justice. They do not wish to draw
at veil over die sad revelations that they know to he true,
because it happens that some infamous membcm of their
own race :ue engaged in it. They :ire detennincd to bring
light into the dark places of the earth, and freedom to
those who :ire held in bondage. They are prepared to
take their places by the side of men :ind women of many
nationalities and of other creeds, who are lighting this
same battle, and who, if'thcy may never live to :sec the
evil entirely up-rooted, will, at all events, feel that if they
pnhlicly assert their horror of such acts of infamy, and
diminish, to some extent, the work of the trallickcrs, they
will not have lived.their lives in vain.

Ladies and Gentlcnzen, we are deeply indebted to you
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l'ur your present here to-day. The sucrilices you may
have made in in-ing ms so much of your valuable time,
aural taking such luring journeys :md such long voyages, as
the case may he, at Olll' invitation, hespcak our gratitude
:url our warm appreciation.

As one of the Vice-Presidents of this Conference, will
you allow me lo cxprcsslto you, one and all, our hearty
:url sincere: thanks, and our hope that your visit to our
great Mctropolix may prow: in many ways one of deep
and abiding interest.

MR. A. R. MORO (Layman): Before we devise :my
means for nsccrtauining even approximately, the extent of
trafficking done by Jews and Jcwusacs, we must ./fr;'lb' be
natnstiect that the tragic exists, and .rrv¢nd0 we must he
satisticd that the enquiry is n-eaesuary :md will he of use.
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A! present those of us who are engaged in the work
can only speak of what actually comes under our own
notice, and l hope that we shall hear from representa-
tives of other Societies, either English or foreign, Ur from
ladies and gentlemen who are not attached to Societies
hut who do communal work, what their experiences
have been..

l would further add that it is necessary that this matter
should be discussed openly and frankly, sn thalit may
not he thought that we are trying to hide anything, or
that we have met together to exculpate our people, or
to place to their charge more hlaine than they deserve.
We must try to treat the enquiry with calmness, justice
and Fearlessness

From the experience l have gained during the twenty-
one years l have been in the work, l an: unfm'tlul:\tcly
able to nay positively that the tmfhc is carried on by
Jews and jewesees, and lo an extent which is far greater
than many of you cm possibly realize. The eanses that
have brought this about will he discussed to this Con-
ference at other sessions, and it therefore nnlv remains to
state actual facts.

The Jewish Association for the Protection of Girls :md
Women has been engaged in this work fur nearly twenty-
live years, hut I will limit my observations to the ligules
and statistics of the past six years. During that period
the Gentlemen's Committee have had to deal with the
following ctses which wcne concerned will\ the traffic :-

13 cases of International Traflieking.
31 eases suspected of trallieking.
zz) eases prevented frolic hang to Hiekixl.
44 nni=~.sing grin we wild not trace, hut lm have

been reported as having gone away with men of
bad character.

19th investigations regarding people :md houses sus-
pected of being concerned in the 'l`raRic.

212 cases of girls who have taken lo immoral lives
and who, in many cases, have eventually dis-
appeared from the country. .

The full signilieance of' these ligules is only clear, when
it is remembered that we have to deal with such cases as
we can discover. and that we haw lo cope with a ums
cunning :did secret trade, of which it is more than
probable that we merely touch the fringe. 'Hiere must he
scores of' eases undiscovered, lo every one that we gel
to  know of. We have, during the past three yeauzc,
organised an delinitc system of watching :it the Railway
Stations and at Southampton :und Liverlx>ol, at which
these people arrive from, or depart to, South American.

During thole three yaws our Secretary Mr. Cohen With
one of Olll' dock officers and nearly always accompanied
hy detectives have heel present at the departure of these
trains or boats. They saw, on almost every occasion,
until last year, numbers of known tmhickers, bullies
(soutenenrs), prtxstitutex and brothel-keepers who came lo
sec off their friends. Owing lo this continual vigilance :t
change has recently taken plaice in the Fll'l'i\lllg¢lll¢llll24 and
the trallickenc either crneiu lo Paris and hook [mm there,
sailing from Cherllo\lrg,or the girls are sent from England
alone, with hut one or two men at Southampton to see
them oIT. \Vc have very often seen men :md women
arrive from South America, who, after staying ill this
country or going on to the Continent, have been seen
returning to South America within at few weeks and often
accomptlnic4:l hy girL~l. Use man, who is fortunately now
serving :t long term ni ilnprisnn1nent for :mother offence,
was seen Oll live different occasions, either in f.iverllool
or Southampton or at Waterloo Station, each time with a
different girl who was hooked on the passenger list :is his
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wife. He was well known by OIII' Committee in Buenos
Ayres :LE a procurer.

1 come next to statistics kindly supplied to us by the
authorities nt Scotland Yard. We have obtained the
figures for the following four offences, which are all part
of the tratiicking husiness:-

I. Procuration.
2. Brothcl-keeping.
3. Living upon inlmoml earnings.
4- Solicitation.

From these tiguras which refer to )ri.ro/ur: of all
untio/141/flies who have been charged at the Police Courts,
and recorded at Scotland Yael, we have extracted the.
following figures which apply to Rn.m}m.r and RomIIam'nI1.¢.
l"rom our experience l can unfortunately say with con-
Iidence, that probably nearly all are Jews and jewesnes.
'Fancy are as follows :-

Taking an total for six years to the end of 1908 there
were :-

8 Convictions out of zz charges for Procuiation.
151 Convictions out of 157 charges for Brothel-

keeping.
23 Convictions out of 31 charges for living upon

innnoml atrnings.
521 Convictions Ont of 544 charges for solicitation.

We have also ohtuinul the following figures from the
Jewish Dischargal Prisoners' Aid Society (and from our
prison visitor, Miss Levi) of Jews and Jewesses who have
acknowledged thcmselvesas such, and have been visited
whilst in prior. During the last six years there were :-

t8 Prisoners charged with Procunttion.
116 Prisoners charged with Brotlicl-keeping.
25 Prisoners charged with living upon immoral

earnings, and
I 14 Prisoners charged with solicitation.
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Iicsides these, inal\y jews enter prisons us non-jews.
When the difficulty of producing the sufficient evidence
that in required under the provisions of the present laws
of England is taken into consideration,thele convictions
indicate how larges number of eases must have escaped
being charged at the Police Courts.

l°lron1 the provincial towns we have obtained statistics
which show that the evil also exists, but the records are
kept dill'erently,and it is not so easy to obtain the actual
facts. The ministers from these towns who are present
here to-day, and who visit the prisons will bar me out,
when l say that many men and women have been
convicted for inmioml offences tending towards tmllicking.

Let us next tum Olll' attention to our Buenos Ayres
Cmnnlittee's report. At the end of r9o9 there were in
that city 199 Licensed Brothels, and Io: of these, or over
fifty per cent.. were kept by Jewesses. These women were
the wives or mistresses of' the tnlflickers,and the proceeds
were handed over by the women to the men, who did :ull
the business and made the exchanges of girls from house
lo house or imported [rush on au. Out of 537 girls in these
199 houses at the end of 1909 there were 265 Jewish girls
(within afraetion of Fifty per cent.) and thcue were mainly,
though not entirely, in Jewish houses of ill fame.

l have also statistics be to the exchange of girls that
look place during the year in these houses, and (incl that
in many instances there were more than 25 exchanges,
and in one case, a jewish house, 33 exchanges.

Ol the 8oo newly-arrived prostitutes who inscribed
themselves in l9o9, 236 were Jewesses, of whom H3 were
Russian girls.

Ninety-six of these newly-inscribed girls do not live in
brothels, and it is therefore quite elcmr that the amount
of clandestine pmlstitution is very grant, and that we may
have cause to [ear that they are mostly girls who are under
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Salisbury was appalling. In later years the sonic story
came from another Rabbi regarding Cape 'l`own. in
1902 a Rah hi in Oregon wrote to our ever-lamented friend
and active colleague the Reverend Simeon Singer, saying
that in the Phillipinc Islands a large number of lewie
women were four cl in the ranks of prostitutes. The
following arc extracts from his letter. He wrote '.

"lt is almost too shocking to put to paper, but
" according to my informant (a jew who for eighteen
" months served in a Hospital Corps of the United States
" Army), it a man upon an'iw4l stated that he was a ]cw,
" it was followed by the question ' Have you any nice
" women to sell ?' Sadrlest of all is the Tact that these
" women have not chosen the life of shame of their own
" free will, but have for the most part been inveigled
" uncle promises or pretences of marriage. They crunc
" NM Bombay, Singapore, China and Japan.

" My informant siys that these victims of deceit
"and traichery are conscious of their shame, are never
"drunken and hilarious, and frequently weep over their
" degradation."

In 1903 Xl Jewish schuohnaster who had spent some
time in Egypt, said that the tragic by jews of jcweszics to
Alexandria, Cairo :und Port Said was an absolute scandal.

'l`hcrc were Greek, Italian nnrl French prostitutes, but
they were far outnumbered by the Jewesses. His
description of their treatment and suffering wma heart-
rending. They were truly slaves, beaten cruelly when
they failed to make money for their captors ill-trcatcd,
frightened, their spirit and will power crudded out of'
them, they wen: simply chattels it\ the hands of their
owner. In 19o4 we were informed that the Police
Autlwritics in Odessa had lists of men who regularly
travelled to and from Odessa to South America and elsc-
where sometimes as often as three times a year, taking

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Out :I wife accompanied by other girls. :md returning to
Odessa alone.

We have received, and have correspondence to show
that this awful condition of affairs exists in Calcutta to a
large extent, and also all along the free ports of China.

in that important Italian review called The Nuova
Aulalogir, the Marquess Paulieci :le Caboli wrote, in x9o:,
a series of articles upon the traffic generally, showing
what a vast number of girls, Christians and Jewesses,
umrc victimiscd. His description of how they were
deceived and captured is most instructive. His refereneau
to the Jewish share of the tragic were moderate, but he
made one statement which seemed unjust, and l wrote lo
protest. He answered very kindly, and said that he
respected many Jews, and so far from being anti-eiemitic,
he had refrained from publishing the fact that his
investigation, corrnhomted by investigations of certain
French authorities, had rcvelled that in the pris covered
by their enquiries 75 per cent. of the merchants of human
beings were Israelites I have that letter here.

From the Chief Rahbi of Constantinople, from a dis-
tinguiahed Jewish American scholar, from a prominent
London gentleman, and [rom a schoohnistress in Galnta
we have had letters during the past six months describing
un outmgeoux condition of affairs in Conxtuutinople,
where tragic and prostitution is carritxl on openly and
shamelessly, and where the trzillickurs have their own
Synagogue and services for reasons which are very
obvious. They say that in Damascus things are even
worse.

I think that I have said enough now to convince any-
one that a terrible number of Jewesses are prostitutes in
the countries l have namal. How dirt they get there '
Not at their own expense that is certain. I hardly think
that a girl who has lived her life in a Russian, l<ounu\ni:u1
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Ur Galician village would know how to Mach these places
alone. This Incl is in itself an proof of the tmflic.

l have purposely said nothing about the tr:\Hic in many
European countries. :LS there are plenty of delegates here
who can and will give the sorrowful pa\'ticula1's.

l come now, and most briefly, to my second pro-
position, via :-Are we satisfied that a comprehensive
enquiry as to :I participation of Jews and jewesses in the
traffic is necessary :ind will be of use. l take it that such
it charge :is was made by the Marquess de Caboli (and
I have heard of even wons: charges against the jews)
would alone justify an investigation. If they :ire false, we
need to he able to truthfully refute them. If they are
true, then we must sorrowfully admit it, and let it act
upon us and upon all other jews as an additional spur to
work unremittingly until we have altered this intolerable
abuse and sin.

l shoukl like to add at word regarding the incredulity
or culpable indifference of men and women whose very
incredulity and indifference are HN encouragement to the
nuulefactors, but the time allotted to me will not permit
me to extend my paper.

l bring it to a close by asking you to consider the
suggestions which are going to be made by Dr. Maretxky,
of Berlin, and hy expressing the hope that after ample
discussion, you will rc.\cl\ some recommendation as to
tlle adoption of a uniform system regarding the collec-
tion and claissitieation of statistics and facts. (General
applause.)

During my travels I kept my eyes widely opened, and
was particularly struck at meeting the same class of nice
at so many placate. I have seen the li¢°llllC man accom-
paniecl by one or more girls or woincn al Genoa, Naples,
Mcsmina, right on be: far as Alexandria, and one or more
of these men or women escorting girls on lo Port Said,
am sometimes dropping one or two, taking up others,
and going on to Bombay.

l rcincmhcr well having been detained at Port Said
for two or three days by some little accident to the
steamer, and l spent most of my time with one of my
customers. On several occasions l was followed by 'd
native, whom l afterwards discovered to he a lcw, who
invited me to accompany him to some house or place
where girls were kept, and lo induce me to accompany
him said he had scveml fresh arrivals. l mentioned
this fact to my friend, who was a Hindoo, :und he then
told me this man was a Jewish trafficker in white slaves,
and that he was constantly travelling from place to place
to Russia, where he kept at consignment, and so on.

'l`n quote another case, I was travelling by an Italian
steamer from Vienna to Bombay, and during the voyage
between i\lesssina and Port Said, n lady on hoard (whom
I afterwards discovered to he the wife of a judge in the
High Court of Bombay), was anxious about the position
of some girls Ol] board (fortunately not Jewesses), and
Ol1 enquiring could get IIO satisfactory reply. On the
queidiun being pressed, it was ascertained that they were
in charge of a man whom l knew to be a jew. On being
taxed with the last, he admitted that he was escorting
them to Bombay to intnxluce them to the white slave
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businesses. The lady interviewed the girls, and inzluccml
two of them to accept situations, and they were happily
p laced. The thin] would not listen to reason, and
went on to Bombay. At Port Said this nm m a d e  h i m -

self scarce, and did not return to the heat, hut some Lwo
or three weeks afterwards l mw him :nt lion hay on the
Esp lanade .

At Calcutta also during business hours l received visits
from men, European and native Jews, who speedily dis-
closed the real object of their mtl.

Now, as most of these white slaves were Russian
jcwessaeu, I would suggest that the executive of the
various congregations should make it known what
dangers their women are exposed to by leaving home
without protection or without knowing their destinarioii.
l think that they should insist on parents and guardians
notifying them of the intention of the girls to leave home,
so that they should he instructed where to apply in case
of difficulty or danger.

l could say a great deal more, but l will conclude by
expressing the hope that the result ot' this conference will
be satisfactory, either by slurping out the evil, or, at any
rate, relieving it to a great extent.

Miss SADIE AMERICAN (NE\\' YonK): Ladies and
Gentlemen-The attention of the world hna recently
been clown lo America by the very startling statements
that have appeared in the Report of our Commission on
Emigration, refcn'ed to by Mr. Moro, :md also in the
:xrticlc in HcL7nr¢': M¢4qw:131r of November, I9°9, written
by Mr. George Kibbe Turner, entitletl : A Plain Story of
the Whitc Slave Trade under 'l`:unnmny Rule. 'l'llis
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l.n New York a girl tune under the attention of our .
Comlninsion wllcll she left a home for unmarried mothers.
I reported this case to the grand jury, and it was taken
up, ns it mua question of deliberate assault. Everyone
believed the story of the girl. The dctectiveu were set to
work, hut they could not lind the place or the man. I
found both. 'l°hen the case hung tire. l continued to
make enquiries, the man was arrested, and then, when
the Anne wma to have come on,l received word that it was
dismissed as there was no lqgil evidence.

Sometimes the safeguards of libcrly are the things which
prevent is from punishing the criminal. So longns men
alone me in juries, it will he very duly to rnuintnln that
the reputation of woman la had, and the runner of pro-
cedure of these men in all such cases, is to uspeme the
character of the woman and say that she is a common
woman. That is what was done by the man in the
above case. .

Then, in many cases, the girls are frightened by the
man, and we have great diliiculty in getting at the facts,
:md even if evidence in obtained, the man disappear
before the case comes on, and it is dismissed.

Another of our difficulties is that we have Federal
authorities and no Fedcml police. The State authorities
have State police, but the latter, with very few exceptions,
ure largely reuponsihlc for the fact that the natalie exists.
If we had a pane police, with no "grafting," we should
have nothing of this kind.

One of tlle gentlemen of the National Vigilance
Committee made the statement that there was an import-
ation Ilihlillo
While not publicly stating it, he told me that in these
investigations, he found that it large nulnher of these
girls were jeweaea.

There is also a large importation of' girls, whom l

into the United States of 3o,ooo girls 51 year.
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believe to he prostitutes, from other countries, who are
tempted over by stories of the gains to he made.
Mr. Sims, the District Attorney of Illinois, thinks that
girls, coming into America from abroad, am got :lt more
easily than those on the spot, as they are cut ofT from
their usual surroundings and their friends, and in
proportion to the number of emigrants of a certain
nationality coming over to America, so does the amount
of prostitution increase. At one time, when Irish pre-
ponderatcd among emigrants, Irish prostitution increased,
:it :mother time it was mainly Germans, and now it is
Jewish, principally ba:ause of the number of' Jewish
clnlgrnntl. In 1895 lheru win on lnvearignllon, :Incl In
Chicago, not one Jewish Yrl was found in a brothel.

l could say a great deal more about solicitation for
mstnnee, when those caught are generally those who
are not smart enough to get out of the way in time,
hut in conclusion I will express the hope that the Council
of Jewish Women in the United States is doing its best to
scotch the evil by systematic work and aatehing, and we
specially (eel that our work llas heck a great work of
prevention.

MONTEs-llORE : lt is quite easy to answer that
Those of us who have been working for nary years have
always seen that then: are two sides to the matter. We
are moat anxious to work with men and women of other
creeds, and I think it is a known fact, to those poauwssing
some knowledge of this subject, that we an working in
England, Germany, France, America and other countries
with our fellow citizens of other creeds. Among the
matters wllich we have put down to bring heforc the
Conference is the necessity that .fews of every country
should join the National Uommittei:s, and work shoulder
to shoulder with Christians in this common humanitarian
work. lint the evil has also a special Jewish side, and
that is the reason for having denominational Societies.
Frequently the girls um only he resarued by special ]elvish
means, and it is jews who cm more easily find ways it\
which to make enquiries, and bring the criminals to
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justice. Then in relation to Jews :md Jewess questions
concerning prevention, situations, education, marriage
and divorce, have all a special Jewiadm side, and need a
specifically jewish treatment.

Surely these are enough reasons for representatives of
various countries to come together, and to have a
specifically jewish gathering to look into tllc matter from
a ]elvish point of' view. By having a spccilically ]ewisll
gathering, we do not exclude the other aspect of the
work. One of the things we have to do is to urge that
wherever tl\is is not yet done, Jews should join the
National Committees, and should work with their fellow
citizens. l hope that my answers are suflieient.

Does anyone wish to continue the discussion opened
by Mr. Zangwill ! If so, Id them hold up their hands.
(No one responded to the invitation.)

'Pull Rev. Du. GASTER (Tlu lla/mm), (hosnos) :
l rise merely for one point. I do not wish to discuss
the ethical side of this problem, labor approach it to-day
from the religious side with the delicacy with which
it must be handled. l should have liked lo answer
llrlr.Zangwill, but he has practically been rIlled out of
order. l limit myself now to the statement that l haves
special mission to fullil, for I am here as the ollicinl
representative of the B'nei li'rith of America. What I
have to say is germane to the remarks of Mr. llrloro and
to an annplihcation of' Miss Sadie American's remarks. If
anything is to he done by assistance of Government
legislation, then l may tell you what the Order has done.
l have in my hand a paper which is the latest official
report of the Order, wherein they state what has been
done by the initiative of llle Order in America. No
sooner had they learned of the evil, which seems to have
sprung up quite recently, than they approached the
Government of Illinois to mete out the most severe
punishment to such miscreants, and the result has been
that the l.el,{islature has passed a very severe law against
pandering. l understand that law is to he applied
suenes~.ively throughout the United States. lt shows
what the Jews are able lo do in connection with others,
but l hold that the Jews can also work among them-
selves, and sometimes even more electively ill:lll by
going outside the community, to try and remove this
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canker which, nnlorlnnzilely, is an very dangerous one,
and may cut into the vitals of Olll' people. I my have
the opportunity of addressing yon :ii greater length
to-morrow Oll matters which go to the very root of this
evil.

The
particular' forms to be sent round to the various societies
and delegates might well he left to the Committee. I once
more ask you if you a1ITy that form ul rel:olnmendation.

l hope you will take the opportunity of looking at
these n1ap:4 while they are on view, in order that you may
see the nay in which every girl who comes into the
United States is watched by us in a protective way, and

lmw she is helped it\ travelling. To these correspondents,
lu wlmm we write it\ :l5o Cities, we give name :md
destination of the girl, :md an inquiry has to he instituted
as to whether she is in respectable surroundings or not.
We have a little Ieatiet printed in English, German and
Yiddish, which gives a welcome to the girls, it contains 51
w:u'ning,1 and also gives addresses in about 60 Cities
where they may apply in case of need. These are dis-
tributed in every part of the United States, and l hope
they will he distributed all over Europe, and then the
warning will begin at the homes of the girls.

We have had, coming into the port of New York, r,6oo
Jewish girls in one month, between the ages of twelve and
twenty-live, and you can therefore see what at problem
we haw had to deal with. One great source of clillicnlly
is the ignorance of the language, or the general
ignorance. To give you an instance, one girl could not
get her trunk hccausc she had locked her baggage ticket
in it, and we have enclleaa troubles ill extracting the
necessary inl'ornlatiou, so that we have an great deal to do
in protecting the girls against undesirable potions, and
in helping them on the way to their destination.

Then we make a gnarr poil\t of having women agents.
I do not know why it is so dillieult for men to realise
that women will have more confidence in a woman. A
null-inteutioned man, who mums nothing but good to
the girls, finds it hard to understand that many of these
girls have learned, hy their experiences, to lair anti dis-
trust men, particularly those who come from Russia,
where even the oflieial uniform causes them totretnhlc.

I will give you an instance of an old woman of seventy
who came to the City of New York Our Government
does not admit old people unless there is someone to
fetch them, fearing otherwise that they might become a
public charge. This old womzut was to he met by her

z
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son from San Francisco, but he was not there. 'l̀ hcy
telegraphed to him without receiving Amy reply, :did she
would not say a word to clear up matters until our
special agent went up and spoke to her. The olcl woman
took her into n comer, and it appears th:lt she not only
had at considerable stun of money but her ticket to San
Francisco :md a letter from her son. He had changed
his address, :md that is the raison why the telegram was
not answered. This shows with what suspicion these
people regard strangers, for they have come to :| lancl of
freedom, hut from lands where there is no such thing il'l
freedom for them. Many of them, too, have been misled
by malicious falsehoods.

Again, there are many girls who would not be admittal
because the persons to whom they arc coming would not
be satisfactory to the Government, but the Government
allows us to take those girls in hand.

We have a great institution, the Baroness ¢lc Hirsch
Home for Immigrant Girls, and these girls are taken in and
employment found for them. The great thing is to get
in touch with the girls inunedintely, is they do not under-
stand the difference in social life and institutions in
America, and we have to explain, and thus help them to
avoid many difficulties.

We have also clone a great dell to preserve the health
of the girls by recreation, tlnding lighter employment
for them, giving them medical attendance, etc.

Before the end of thia Conference l hope to h:\nd you
some literature, giving in detail the story of our work.
We do not pretend to do what no one has ever done
before, but we do pretcnzl to do it in a systeinutised :ind
orgruiised waxy, which makes it thorough :md ehicicnt,
and which trnins workers. Yon will :see the nnmbcr of
societies working with us, and we have the co-operation
of European societies.
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Here I wish to express our thanks for the splendid :did
which we have had from girls who are going back, in
warning :ind enlightening others as to the pitfalls to avoid,
and the quarters to apply for help and information.
(General applause.)

MR. ZANGWILL: Ladies and Gentlemen-l :un a
pmcticnl man accustomed to move in a world of dreams,
and I fear that l have a very pessimistic idea as to what
eau he effected. It is not possible for Jews to try :md
stamp out this evil ; it is not possible for them to police
the world. In :i jewish land a lew sumxunry executions
might get rid of these jewish agents, but we have 71
frontier :is wide :is the world.

Then there is the weapon of boycott, but, as we know
from the " Demi-monde " of Dumas, these people form
societies of their own, as in Buenos Ayres. They are
independent of those who would turn them out. They
have zu Synagogue of their own, and nt the sauce time
conduct houses of ill-fame l

Almost all that could he said on the subject had already
been said. Miss American pointed Ont that the subject
is human, and depends on the inomls of men. It she
had added on the economics of women she would have
exhausted the subject. We are here to disc\Lss it as a
specifically jewish one. What then was the jewish
ditTereutia 7 lt wzus simply that we have to deal with an
exceptional situation of persecution and lawlessness, what
our ancestors called "bolus." As long as we are in
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"golus," to long is it impossible to deal with Amy Jewish
question in :my way except by playing with it. We have
to Clc:1l with a terrible Jewish degeneration-i,6oo girls
without their parents entering Ncw York in :| single
month-and to that we jews :ire :ill guilty, partly by
ignoring the matter and partly by helping in the
clegencmtion.

When l came into jewish philanthropic work four years
ago, l was astonished to Gnd that Jewish cmigmnts were
trailed not ns jcwish cmigmiits, but as heathen emigrants.
Every one of those jews who left Russia and went to
America (Galveston) lour cl that they could loot keep their
Sabbath in the New World. If a num was brought up
to respect the Sahbath, :md then, Ol\ enten'ng a new land,
had to throw of! his most wicrecl religious ideals, his
whole moral being is upset, and his whole character
degenerates.

The only thing we cm effectively du, :ind that is very
little, is to found committees of the kind proposal by the
mover of the resolution ; but l would not have these
connnittces simply limited to this work. I would suggest
that the opportunity should hu taken of' interfering with
emigration at large. There is i\l1 idea of having :in
Emigration Congress. This congress might do the work
of supplying at committee of representation of labor
and advice burcaux :it every large port, which would deal
with the whole field, to give advice :did help and all kinds
of information. Let there be in every town of the workl
:i centre of Jewish iufornmtion and guidance to which
they cum go.

l do not think it is any usekleziling with this problem,
which ia colossil, until we remove the ignorance :md go
to the root of the emigration question, :md by that means
you will save a great many girls.
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The proposition of Dr. Muretsky seems lo me out of
order. We have no power to move that all the Jewish
Protection Societies throughout the world should unite.
I would suggest that :\ general International Committee
should be t'oun<'led, :r new committee altogether, and that
this committee should deal with emigmlion generally.
l :mi not in favour of those societies 'already formed
uniting. Witt\ the new cmnlnittee my own organisation
would he glad to co-opcmte and :1L-ssist.

THE Cl-HEP RABBI : The (act of there being a
separate Synagogue for those unfortunate sinners is very
extmorclinary evidence in favour of orthodoxy. The
orthodox congregations boycott those people, but they
are still anxious to offer up prayer, :ind we should be
glad to know that they are not lost to all sense of religion.
lt was extremely difficult to enter into the thoughts of
those poor people, but we have the chance of appealing
to their better nature.

MR. H. j. DAVIS (LlvlsRl*ool.): Mr.Chairinan, Ladies
:und Gentlemen-The hour is late, :md therefore I will
content myself with a very few remarks.

One of the previous speakers said that he was a
practical man amongst drcainers, and l feel perhaps that
I am a dreamer amongst it world of practical men,
because l dream of a clay when there will he no occasion
for Conferences of this kind, beatuse there will be no
more tmllicking in human souls, and when the worlcl will
be better for the good work wl\ich this Conference has
done. Miss Sadie American said that one can only
scratch the surface, and that if we only made a small
beginning It was something. Well, l feel that we have
begun to do good work productive of great results in
Liverpool, which, as a seaport, is face to face very
frequently with the question of. transinigrants and the
rejected girls. Sonic one here stated that these rejected

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girls are tossetl like shuttlecocks backwards and forwards,
so that they come to think that the world cares nothing
for them, they lose their self-respect and their hope in
the future, but our experience in Liverpool is that this
is not so. I should very much like to have heard :ill
that Miss Amcrican woukl have sri cl on the subject, :md
l hope that one day we shall do so.

Every girl who arrives in Liverpool is immecliately net
by the Rev. l. Rrll°f:1lovitcl\, or the Rev. S. Friecleberg, or
by Miss Ettinger, :i young jewish girl, appoiutccl by the
Liverpool Branch of the National Vigilance Association.
If she is going through, she is sent further Oll her journey,
and very great care is exercised so that she is under
proper protection. If she is rejected, and supposing It
to be a case of trnchonm, we look after her till the
trachoma has been cured, after which she is sent on to
America. If the case is hopeless, Lib au or Antwerp, or
elsewhere as the case may he, is immediately Coll1|T1llh-
icatal with as to what is lo M clone with her, but in any
case she is no! lost sight of. I therefore leave you to
judge whether one of the grcatet seaports is not doing
its duty.

I feel that I ought to support this proposition as to a
Central Committee where all information can be sent,
but It will be no good sending information to a place
unless It is again given out right and left. Let It he
circulated BO that people may know who these procurers
are, and then one can do something pmctiaul to stamp
out this great s4:andaI.

l should like to say another thing, vix., that Liverpool
is working hzmd-in-hand with the National Vigilance
Society, which Society has ham established (Or rather a
Branch of' It) in Liverpool for some time, and we have
found It to mutual advantage to co-operate with our
Christian brothers.
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l only Anne on the platform to clear up the question
Ol tmnsmigrztnts, as there seen al to be in impression
that nothing was being clone to help at the important
seaports, and to show that we :ure striving to do n good
work. I nm hoping that the day will come when by
Incurs of the work that this Committee and kindred
Societies have done, we shall hear no more of this great
:md crying scandal.

TH1-: VERY REV. DR. H. ADLER, I/ze CMU Rabbi
(LONDON): Early in the eighties of Inst century, l was
walking in the East End, when I me Mr. Turner,
Rector of So. George's in the East, now Bishop of
Islington. l remember his telling me, that during all the
years he had been working in East London he had never
met with a jewels who plied an inmmoml trade.
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His experience was probably a little too optimistic, but
certainly thirty years ago the social evil had not become
at disturbing factor in our community. For indeed, there
is no subject upon which Judaism lays such emphatic
stress as on that of stern uiomlity. Purity is its watch-
word; the chastity of woman its most slcredly guarded
treasure. The Mosaic Law cxhods the children of Israel
not " to go about their own harts :did their own eyes,
after which ye use to go astray." lt teaches "There
shall be 110 harlot of the daughters of lsmel." The Book
of Proverbs insistently warns the young against the
" strange woman, whose house is on the way to hell,
going clown to the chambers of' death." And we are also
free from the curse of drunkenness-so fruitful a cause
of immorality.

But, unhappily, we can no longer pride ourselves upon
our immunity from sexual iininorality. We can trace
this deplorable change directly to the rcerudescence of
active Russian persecutions in 1881. We are deeply
grieved, but we cannot be surprised if ill-treatment,
oppression "that maketh :\ wise man mad," defective
education, persistent exclusion from honourable pursuits
and eonsequcnt fear of starvation drive men :md women
to reprehensible means of earning n livelihood. II is to
he feared that many weary years will pay ere Russian and
Romanian intolerance will have become zu thing of the
past. But we dare not relax in our elTor18 to suppress
the vile tmllic which results from the wretched economic
conditions among our brethren in Eastern Europe. We
must resolutely punish the evil-doers, and ctlectively
warn those who may become their victims. How can
we do this ? We know that agents uf these vile trutliekcrs
induce girls to leave their homes under the pretence that
they will obtain remunerative situations in other countries.
in many instances these villains offer them marriage.
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Their ignonint and credulous parents imagine that
their daughters' future has been secured, and lend :l too-
willing ear in the nepreuentationu of these miscreants.
77Iey do not trouble to inquire into the character and
antecedentl of the suitors. They are in total ignorance
of the existence of this trade and its wide ramifications.
lt is, therefore, our lxnunden duty to spread full informan-
tion un this subject an widely au possible. 'l`hi1=, I submit.
can he effected in two ways :-

tr.) By coniniunicating with the Rabbis in Easteni
Europe, and asking them to bring the facts connected
with this traffic to the knowledge of their communities
I hope to make an few observations on this subject to-
umrrnw morning when dealing with the theme, "Co-
operation with Teachers and Rabbis."

(1-) By means of the Press. l :suggest that statements,
exposing the horrors of this traflie, should appear from
time to time in the Hebrew and Yiddish paper published
here, in Russia, Romania :md Galicia. You may pro-
hahly have seen the articles on the White Slave Peril in
M.A.P., and the letters thereon by public men, expressing
their conviction that much exposure and denunciation
cannot fail to be attended by beneficial results. It would
also seem desirable that leaflcta in Yiddish, of the style
exhibital here, be printed and widely disseminated ill
their various countries fully setting forth the great peril.
And could not zealous men and women be induced to
travel in these lands as missionaries in the holy work of
prevention and detection ?

Similar publicity should be given to the danger atten-
dant upon illegnl lnarriages and divorces. l can, of
course, only spunk authoritatively on this matter, in so
[ar as It relates to this country. l have been informed
hy an expert on Russian Law, that in Russia there in
neither civil marriage nor civil divorce. Hence l take It
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that there is lo much thing as n "Stille Chutzpah " in that
country. And when n couple eon en here and produces
a Kethuha, I assume that they have been legally married.

Here the provisions of the marriage laws of England
have to he complied with in order to constitute at marriage
valid beyond c:wiI. Unhappily, cases some before me at
tllc Beth Din from time to time in which persons, gene-
rally recent immigrants, go through a form of religious
marriage without giving the statutory notice to the
Superintendent Registrar, :uid without applying to me
for the authorization of their religious marriage :is at
guarantee that both the Jewish and civil requirements
will he fulfilled. 't`he reason for thins abstention in in
some inutancai that there in It loriner existing marriage
which has not been dissolved, nr that there in a nslation-
ship between the parties prohibited by Englidi Law.
lu a few cases the action in due to umvillingnas or
inability to puy the marriage tee ; hut as this is small, not
excelling tors. 6d., and can be remitted when alzaolute
poverty in proved, the plea air not be held valid. In
many instances the m:m is desirous of evading the
responsibilities which a leg-al marriage entails, and who
axes the form of marriage as a means to deceive It poor
ignorant girl, and thus gets her into his clutches for his
vile purposes. 'l1\e Board of Deputies has issued notices
warning people of the danger of much clandestine unions.
But it seems advisable that taking part in such "Stills
Chuppahs" should he made n punishable offence. Ac-
cording to the Marriage Act a person who solcmniza a
marriage at which the statutory provisions have not been
complied with is guilty of felony. This provision, how-
ever, does not apply to Jewish marriages. lt is gristly
to he desired that the help of the Legislature dtoultl
he invoked with the view of such exception bang
eliminated.

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Illegal divorces, l regret to say, are of frequent occur-
rencc here, clue to the action of foreign Rabbis. These
practices are a fruitful source of immorality, productive
of much misery, and H contributing cause to the vile
tragic which we endeavour to suppress. The Board of
Deputies, Loirl Rothschild in his capacity of President of
the United Synagogue, and I, have warned certain
Rabbis repeatedly of the zlnngcr :ittcndunt upon these
practices, but with scant succcsei. l, therefore, propone
when c:rlle<l upon to give evidence before the Royal
Commission on the Law of Divorcc, to scconcl the efforts
of the President of the Bonn] of Deputies to stop this
abuse. We shall ask that a severe penalty be imposed
upon all persons assisting at, or taking any part in, the
pronouncing of an Jewish Divorce, except after incl on
production of n Decree absolute of the Divorce Court of
England, or proof of at previous legal divorce elsewhere.
This enuctnient would, of course, not interfere with the
duty imposed upon the Beth Din to grant at " Git " after
the civil dissolution of :i nuirriage, so is to ennoble the
parties to re-marry religiously.

l do not, in conclusion, omit reference to :mother con-
tributory cause--the too frequent de:u:rlion ot' wives.
This unhappy fact in, of counie, aittribulaiblc in the main
to nnemploynlent, slackness of trade, :did consequent
inability Ol1 the part of' the bread-winner lo nmintziin
those dependent upon him. But It also results from an
jar too lax conception of the sanctity of the niurriugc tie,
:md of the responsibilities which It cntaiils. Ministers of
religion, telchcrs, and visitors among the paw should,
therefore, exert their utmost sHorts to <lilTnse correct
views on this :ill-important subject.

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen-l nm very glad
that the proceedings to-day have been opened by
Dr. Adler, because that is practically an F\llS\\*'CI` to a
question which was asked yesterday, :ind which I think
was 2\l"lS\\'Gllcll in the most eflectivc manner by the
President of the Conference. Why should we come
together and discuss with closed doors among Jews a
question which is hnppily not purely an Jewish question,
but in at very small fraction of it great social evil in which
Jews sure implientecl? The answer to the question has
already been given by the fnct that Dr. Adler thought It
his duty to start the discussion to-day. The topics are
such that It is preferable to discuss them 174 cm/urn, not-
withstanding that they apply also to nielnbers of other
f:\iths, for they have also an aspect of their own by
which they diFfer from the others, :md I, in my ofticinl
capacity as the He/mm, venture to draw your attention
to the Jewish aspect of the problem. There are two
sides, one economic, the other religious, and both are
intertwined inseparably. Why ha the [swish nation lost
its mom! equilihritun, and, if so, what were the causes
that contributed to this moil d¢$¢f:l¢ which we all so
deeply regret, and which we are trying to repair.

If we find the source, we might then apply the remedy
with success. The assistance of legislature, the police,
tuagisuates and so OII would be very beneliciatl and useful,
but It is of secondary importance. The evil lies deeper,
It in in our midst; we must diagnose It before we can
apply the remedy.

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l will not speak of the Jews in l~Zngland z It in a waler
question, and England is al confronted with the
economic ditliculty. I should he surprised to think that
girls settle in (his country hecnme so easily the prey of
agents :md pzmdercrs :in unfortunately wins to he the
case in other countries.

The evil limb there; on the one hznnl the economic
conditions, and on the other in the weakening of the
religious hand which kept the people within at religious
atmosphere for so many centuries. l refer to the evil in
Russia, Romania and Galicia. In some p:uls of Galicia
you cannot imagine the terrible poverty which exists
where people tight, not for a crust, but for :i crumb, and
where the people are often debarred from atrning :t liveli-
hood by social ostracism, which may be even wursc than
political disahifitics.

This life does not weigh on heads of families only, but
on everybody in these countries where these unfortunate
people arc hemmtxl in from every side. Their outlook
on Iifc is without hope of improvement. If then, a man
comes with gold which means untold riehcs not to one,
but to all the members nf It family, am you wonder that
a girl in entrapped, that she nceepts a dowry even though
she may be told that it in a prelude to shame ? They will
not believe that to her It in salvation, csaipc to II life of
hope, of the enjoyment of' these things dcniecl lo her, but
the birthright of more fortunate girls; she will have
enough food, fine clothes, amuseincnt, :\ life of case and
pleasure. Whatever might happen is sure to be halter
than the misery and squalor to which she is doomed in
her home in that part of the world. What is to he done ?
We must go there and alleviate the misery; that in the
lira attempt to solve satisfactorily the problem. It is for
us to prevent the fall, not to try and rescue only lhusc
who have fallen.
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lt in our duty lo go to them heforc they arc mined,
give them economic assistance, lift them out of despair,
:und protect them by religious education. We must not
undermine the sanctity of the Jewish marriage; on the
contrary, we must strive to legalisc the Jewish marriages
and to make them valid in other countries. I Ice] very
keenly and strongly on this point, and speak of my
personal experience gained during thirty years. I wars
c<mnectc(l many years ago on this subject with the late
Earl of Shaftesbury and Dr. Lf)wy, of whom no better
man, no warmer heart, no more sympathetic soul has
over dealt with this appalling question. l was young at
the time, hilt l think we did our best to stamp It out in
Rolll1\&Il\lil.

The real point in this, that the holiness of the Jewish
marriage and the binding character of that ceremony
:should he brought home to the parties that enter upon It
:us a tic which cannot be broken. It should be recognized
by the various Governments as of equal wile lo the civil
marriage, so that the transgressors be made punishable by
law of the land in the same manner :LS those who tmns-
gressed the civil or State nlr\rri:tge.

or worse transgressions with the heaviest penalties, cvcl\ if
It were twenty yeans' penal servitude. Let the people
thoroughly undcrstancl that It in for the honor of the
race to keep faithfully to the old and true traditions. II
we can give them moral ezlncation, self-respect, economic
asxistzumcc, if we cam help to safeguard the sanctity of the
Jewish law, the sanctity of the marriage contract, the
honor of the matron, the purity of our family life, then
this Conlcrcnee will have done something to mitigate the
evils It has come to discuss.

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DAYAN M. HYAMSON (LONDON) : Mr. Chalirmun,
L1<lica and Gentlemen-As senior member of the Beth
Din, I should in the Grist place like emphatically to pay it
deserved tribute to the noble and excellent work which
the Jewish Association for the Protection of Women and
Girls is doing. The Beth Din has intimate knowledge of
this work, and stands in close relation to It. Whenever
applicants come to the Beth Din with lal¢5 of terrible
wrongs, we frequently Gnd It most useful to call in the
assistance of your Association. And again in milclcr
cases, where moral influence is likely to prove eflicucious
your zealous and energetic oBici:\ls have nppliecl to us,
and we arc nlways glad to help them in their human furl
truly religious and God-like work.

The subjects reviewed by this Conference are indeed
very wide in extent and importwuice. Dr. Garter has
taken Fl comprehensive survey of the situation, but he
will forgive me if l agree with Mr. Moro that discussion
will only be prolilnble if each of us who takes pzu't, will
limit his remarks to facts that have come under his
personal observation and gives the ripe fruits of' his own
experience.

l shall therefore coloGne myself to nu small portion of
this morning's topic on which l may claim lo have
some knowledge--the subject of illegal marriages and
divorces.

The order should, l suggest, have been reversed. The
two nre not separate or independent but closely connected.

And the first topic, illegal marriage, is dependent on
and arises out of the second, illegal divorces. Many
years ago, this was not so. "Stille Chawunos" were at
one period very common, owing to the high marriage
fees that were beyond the means of poor people. But
with the lowering of the charger one class of this great
evil has practically disappeared. The number of " Stills

I
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Chasunos " celebrated through heedlessness or thought-
Iowincss or ignorance in quite insignificant. We come
across such cases even now at Beth Din, but very
sporadically :md very rarely.

This unfortunately cannot he said of the "Stillc
Chasunos " which :ire the directcon=ieq\lence of illegal
"Gittin." These arc considerable in munbcr and they
have frequently ruo.st painful results. Clandestine
marriages result in wile clcsicrtion. A man am do as he
likes when married by "Stille Chutzpa." He can clcsert
n woman after a week or Tl night or two nights, :incl wife
desertion, I :un :Lwurcd by visions among the poor, clues
in many cases lenrl to prostitution. Of this l have no
personal knowledge, but Miss Hannah Hyam has told
nu: of cases within her personal knowledge. But I am
brought into contact with the minor evils of "Slille
Chausnnos" that follow illegal " Giltin."

Permit me to give you a typical instance.
A woman applies to the Beth Din and complains that

her husband has left her and does not maintain her.
The following dialogue ensues. The preliminary question
in, " Where were you married ? Reply, " in London."
"In what Synagogue "' "in no Synagogue." "Why
not?" "Oh, l had a 'Still Chupp.1"' "Why so'"
" My husbancl was already married." " If he was already
married, why did you marry him knowing of his former
t ic?" " " Who gave him the
'Get' 7" " So-and-so in Lucas Street or Grove Street."
Well, of course, as the u'omall was in fact not legally
married according to the laws of the country, she had
auhsolutcly no redness. The lieth Din was unable to help
her. Nor could we refer her to the magistrates who
usually are only too glad to assist the Beth Din and
uphold its decisions, especially in causes of wife desertion.

'f'hc first casa of this nature that came under my

" Oh, he had Fl 'Gct.'
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notice nearly eight years ago, when I was lira appointed
Dayan, Iilled me with grief :md indignation. l inter-
viewed the man who called himself Rabbi and iwucd
illegal "Gel "foral'ew}wun¢ls. l appealed to him to desist
from the practice. But the appeal provecl unavailing. I
hinted that the arm of the Law might he long enough
and strong enough to stop him; he repliexi calmly that
he knew the giving of II "Get" was not a punishable
offence. Unfortunately that is so, and the following are
the consequences. Foreign Rabbis attached to Chevms
or Synagogues sometimes give "Get" because this in
permitted in their own country. But if one hasa moral
hold on them one can point out to them that a "Get"
given by them here in out of harmony with the Law of
the country, tIdal It is not recognized by the Law of
England as a disieolution of the marriage baud, and the
results, especially to the woman, will prove diststrous and
amuse misery. Persuasions are, however, thrown away on
those who call themselves Rabbis and are unattached to
II Congregation, and who derive an disgraceful income out
of these illegal "Gittin." The law at present cannot
touch them and they know It. May I be pennittetl to
say that perhaps one cause of' the evil in the unsatisfactory
condition of the principles of the law of Divorce in this
country. lt is out of lmmiony with the law of Nollh
Europe. It in not uniform throughout the United
Kingdom. Nor does It represent the unanimous public
opinion of England. M:ln'iage is regarded hy High
Church as absolutely indissoluble uacnunent, and others
regard It as at contract terminable in one of several events
like other civil contracts.

Which view is correct is debatable. From my cx-
perience at the Beth Din of' unhappy marriages among
the poor, and somctiin~ among the middle classes, l
should be incline to say, though with considcmble
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dlllidenee ad not authoritatively, but as a personal
conclusion, that mutual :md deliberate consent of both
parties, together with provisions for safeguarding the
interests of the cl\ildrel\ might be accepted as a ground
for releasing two people [rom a tie that had become not
only irksome, but absolutely intolerable and impossible.
A forced union under such circumstances in n travesty, a
rnockeryof marriage. The emancipation from such a gulling
yoke would not only he in accordance with the views of'
the great English poet John Milton, but would also bring
English practice into line with that of France, Germany,
Austria and Russia. And this would he especially
a gain to our co-religionists from abroad. The tendency
of law should be to uniformity. Many of the diiliculties
and confusions and perplexities arise from having dih'erent
standards here and ubroad. II this were a Conference of
lawyers, l could adduecmanypoints in which the present
kw is defective and works injustice.

'lllere is one point, however, that touches us here
closely. We should endeavour lo secure, as the Chief
Rabbi and the Hahanx have, that the English law should
take cognizance of the religious dissolution of the
marriage bond as It already lakes cngniumoe of the
formation of the marriage bond.

One can get married civilly here at the Registry Office,
or religiously with Kesuba alter giving due notice nt the
Registnlr"s. The second is the mode adopted by con-
forming Jews. The advantage in that the Ecclesiastical
Heads of the Community are responsible for the
regularity of Jewish marriages, and before they iuaue
their authorisations U88 to It that there in no impediment,
civil or religions.

lt seems to me that in rcganl to dissolutions of
marriages similar relations might be established between
the State and the Ecclesiastical Hods of the Community,
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and that the giving of "Get " by unauthorized persons
should be rendered st punishable offence. Unless this in
done, the evils that arise from illegal " Get " will continue
unchecked. We can, :up l have sail, exercise control
over foreign Rabbis who are connected with oi'guuisc<l
bodies with Chevi-.us or Synagogues. But we are power-
leeas in the case of those who sire not ofliciuls. 'l̀ hc
immunity with which they give " Get " for :i few pounds
to all nnzl sundry. causes an enormous amount of irre-
parable mischief and misery, which will neva' be checked
till we obtain legislative power to stamp out the evil.

I MR. H. LANDAU (LONDON): The problem of the
White Slave Trnflic is not to be solved by patllintivcu, by
action against procurers, or hy :my moral influences
which can be brought to bear upon their victims. Useful
and welcome though such meztxurcs must he, they are
insuRicient in themselves because they do not strike it
the root ot' the whole evil, because they deal not with its
causes, but simply with its results. What, nftcr sill, in the
preponderziting motive which drives women to prosti-
tution? When every allowance has been made for the
weaknesses of human nature, for the temptations to which
young women :be exposed. and for the hopeless position
of women who adopt the calling of a prostitute by reuse
of natural depravity, It will still be found that the large
majority of women are forced upon the streets by sheer
necessity. Consider the position of poor Jewish girls in
Eastern and South-Eastern Europe. 'l̀ hc most wretchccl
poverty, with its inevitable accompaniment of hopeless-
ness, sun'ounds them from their earliest years; uucl they
atttniu woinnuhood without may prospect of better days.
To lnarry-supposing they coukl find n working no:\n
ready to marry them without dowry-is only to per-
petuate, probably in :\ more acute (oni, the sordid
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miseries o( their parents' homes; not to marry is
to continue ill a groove which, year in, year out,
wears out body :md mincl without giving them
independence. Under sneed conditions, in such snr-
roundings, how can one reasonably expect that moral
influences should take root P Is It not natural that, in the
majority of cases, the hopelessness and the misery of their
condition should grow to moral indilfcrenee when ex-
posed to temptation? And this in precisely what happens.
In Eastern and South-F:\stcri1 Europe, and even else-
where, It in poverty, not depravity, which places young
women within the clutch of the procurers. This is the
point at which reform must begin. lt in just this point
which has been so persistently passed by in the remedial
measures already proposed.

By some practical method to insure poor girls against
utter destitution when they become inarringcablc :md hy
some practical method to make marriage desirable and
possible-these are the two expedients I would urge if
causes rather than results are lo be coinhatted.

There in nothing new in my proposal, and there in
nothing in It that is unfe:L~¢ihle ill practice. II\ London
and elsewhere organisxtionu already exist, on n very snmll
scale however, for the provision of dowries for poor girls,
:md the activity of these nr;,g:u1isations has had n marked
8llCCGi.*l within their limited area. lt does not matter how
small it sum in placed to the cralit of n working-girl :It
her birth. You have there at nucleus around which cluster
not only the prospects of better material conditions, but
it deliuite hope for the future, self-respect, thrift, and that
sense of pride, which, however prclty It may appear lo
more cultivated or more afllucut persons, in :x pillar of
strength and of safety to the girl who would othenvise he
absolutely destitute and without hope. Further you have
there a cl<r.\r inducement for the working-mnn, who is nut
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generally of' Fl sm-ing disposition, lo lnarl'y :md set up
house. Once you give this nucleus of' it rlowry lo a poor
nuu\'s child, however poor that man may be, he will
steadily add his saving.-i to the original capital, :und the
girl will, little by little, hclp lo increase the store from her
own earnings. The important thing in that the organin-
ation should exist, :md that It should be sullicicnlly wide
in its application.

I propose, therefore, to take advantage of the presence
here of' such distinguished representatives from various
countries in order to induce them to use their influence
in their respective communities to cncoumge the establish-
ment of these marriage portion societies, and that one of
the rules should he that every Jewish girl horn should,on
the application of her parents, he credited with the amount
of £1 or its equivalent-in fact the savings bank account
should be opened for each such child which could not be
withdrawn except on her marriage. I would urge that a
small Committee he appointed lo draw up much rules and
regulations as would bring this scheme within the bounds
of practical possibility. l think l have made It clear that
what I contemplate in at subsidized excheqncr, which
should act as the basis for a voluntary system. lt in not
unreasonable to expect that a sum of £1 depoxitert by the
Trust :II :\ girl's birth, should by the time she becomes
marriageable, have swelled to £15 or ,g2o--u very hand-
some dowry in Russia or Roumania. lie that ns It may,
the experiment has succeeded so well on n small scale
that there is every inducement to attempt an experiment
on a larger scale for the attainment of more fzu'-reaching
objects. And l would only make this preliminary sug-
gestion, that the organisation of the Trust should be on
the natural lines of nationality, the Iinances of each
country being controlled from a Central Bureau within It.

My proposal in, I am aware, large and ambitious, but It
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in not, 1 Lully believe, outside the hounds of practical
possihiity. A( :my mic, the old expedients have proved
unnvaxiling, ad if we :ure to deal adequately with this
hideous blot Oll Olll' civilization, we must he prepnrW to
:jct with energy and thoroughness. We cxinnot shut our
eyes to the existence of the evil, and we should not shut
our eyes to the causes which lie behind It. As at Jew, l
rcwnt most emplizitiailly the presumption that our women,
known throughout history us chaste :md gentle, are
morzilly deciidcut. l resent the presumption becxuise l
know the eircumstzmcesof their lives :did the temptations
of their surroundings, :id :grin l urge that we should go
to the source of' the evil if we would of rain Olll' ends.

From my knowledge of the working classes, few un-
married workmen can or do move money, though earning
sufficient to support at wife they cannot for at variety of
reasons saw at suflieicntly suhstzmtinl sum to furnish a
decent home, should they wish to nmrry Si poor girl.
Much more often is It the ezisc with girls who, by their
own lnlaounl, m:u1:1gc to save up what is called a dowry,
but, 3lzis, too often :It the expense of their health.

MR. B. s. STRAUSS (Lox fox), did that he agreed
with previous speakers that more ought to he done to try
and check this ten'iblc evil, and, if possible, lo kill It at
its birth. lt \Vile known that the trade existed us un
orginised trade, horrible as It us. He suggested that the
tendency of the present day to how down to wealth, l1o
mailer how obtained, ought to be checkal. Jews and
othcm are equally guilty in this respect. He was ufmicl
that jews, not only ill this country, but in other countries,
were rather frightened of entering into questions of
legality when they thought it interfered with some written
or unwritten law that was purely of al. religious clmmcter.
He us very plwlaied that the Chief Rahbi had sullicienl
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MR. S. COHEN (LONDON): l only intend lo detain
you a few moments so that we might come back In the
subject for this morning's discs ~ion. We have first lo
consider how far the lack of responsibility of the parents
in one of the sources of the traffic. In the course of my
investigations recently ns lo immorality among school-
children and girls who have just left school, what
struck me as so remarkable was that the parents
kllew little or nothing of the lives of their children.
They went out early in the morning, and the parents
never saw them again, perhaps, till bed-time. The
children were left to run wild in the streets, to mix
with ail sorts of undesirable people, and naturally got an
insight into immoral life The question to eonsideris
how to get the parents of these children to take a greater
interest ill them, to look after their moral trailing and
welfare so that they shall not get into the hands of the
evil people with whom they come in contact. .

Dr. Arller, Dr. Gastcr and Dayan Hyamson have :spoken
on the matter of marriages and divorces.

Many cases have come under my observation during
the last six years of girls who have been al astray by
looking upon the " Kesuhah" of the " Stills Chupe" as
a legal document, and one man will make use of such a
" Kesuba " will diR'erent girls for his nefarious purposes.
l was at Southampton a few weeks ago watching a
steamer which was to sail for South America, and there l
saw a Jewish girl sitting in the comer of a second-class
cabin, which was not her proper plane, as she should have
been in the steciagc. This made me suspicious, and l
questional her. l asked her what she was doing. She
was going to South America. Was she married ? Yes,
she had been mall'ied a certain number of months. She
was going over to join a sister. l thought her manner
unsatisfactory, and was continuing to question her when

before the magistrate, although he would be only too
ready to help her if I could pralucc :my evidence. \Ve
cannot punish the man or get her an maintenance order.
What is the result for this woman? She tries to gel
work to maintain herself and her children, but how manly

one of hein. What does she care who takes the other
rooms as long an she rcxeivw money for them " The
consequence ill many cases is that the inmates of these
other rooms imhuc the children with i¢lca~4 of immollllity.

TI-I8 RI-sv. DR. SALIS DAICHES (SunosuLAr4o) :
Before I deal with the points that I think It necessary to
mention, as a representative of the North of England, I and
happy to say that the White Slave Tratiic in entirely
unknown among Jews in that part of England. What
we know about It is from hearsay only. l do not want
to say that the state of morality among the jews in the
North is much better than in the Metropolis or the South,
.but that, owing probably to the better economic condi-
-tions of the ]swish Communities in the North, the evil
of which we have to deplore so much abroad or in other
parts of England, in entirely non-existent among us.
Now It seems to me that our Council responsible for the
Programme of this Conference he done exceedingly
well, in including the question of marriage and divorce.
l think if we could make It possible for marriage to be
attainable by all men and women, the White Slave Tratiic
would not be known. Twenty or thirty ymrs ago, in
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Eastern Europe, the immorality mis far less than now
(and It is increasing) and the subject of White Slave Traffic
was non-existent. The family life of the jews in Russia
was the purest of :my moe, and you will find that this
purity was due to the early marriages. Early marriage
were necessary, and were regarded even as a religious
necessity, with the consequent rearing of families.
As to the responsibility of the Shadchan for the
White Slave Traffic, I feel that I must say a word
in his favour, that ia, when he does his work
legitimately. Whatever else he may he, he is a
good business mau, and he fulfils very useful
duties. l have never believe that so-called romantic
marriages arc :my better or more lasting or more sincere
than those arranged by the Shadchzui, whose business It
in to make thorough inquiries. Two young people meet
in a place of zunusexnent and fall in love, or imagine they
do, they do not want to wait for inquiries, they are willing
to marry without, and It is Fl chance (unless parents or
guardians happen to know something about the con-
trading parties) whether these m:u'ri:lges result happily or
not. So much for the Shadchun.

It is absolutely necessary first to instil self-respect in
men and women, and then only can we have jews and
jewcsses able to resist temptation and rise themselves
in the social scale. lt is essential that we should
inspire our starving boys and girls with pride of nice,
self- posseeusion, and energy. lt is education which
will stop the rail evil. As to the question of divorce,
l agree with our Chief Rabbi :md Dayan Hymnson.
As to the "Get," It is all in favour of the man.
lt' a woinnn wishes to divorce him, she cannot do so
without his consent, he can abstain or leave the country.
With the Jewish " Get " the husband is master, he am
leave her, she is tied to him, and yet he. does not
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support her. There in no help for that poor woman, and
she may be left to starvation and miseiy for the rest of
her life, however young and bright her prospects ought
to be. If a way out of this dithculty could be found, we
should at the same time be able to remedy E\ great hard-
ship. lt seems essential that there should be only one
central authority to deal with the question.

MISS AMERICAN : l must apologize for speaking so
often, but l am here to repo,-sent the point of view of the
United States, and, as I 71111 the only delegate from that
part, this cannot be helped. You must imagine I am
some one else ; caIl~nle by :mother name if you like.

I aympathise with what the Chief Rabbi has said, and
in my home the highest authorities arc working on that
line to bring home to people that they must obey the law
of the land. In our country it religious marriage is not
needed at all. In some cities you cam be married by :iii
alderman, in others by a magistmtc or a notary. lt
complicates the situation. The widest possible circulation
should be given to the injunction that the laws of the
country must be obeyed. Some one has sriicl " absence
makes the heart grow fonder--of some one else l " And
so we find It. Many men come to America\ who have
married in Russia and leave a wife and family there. 'l`h<:
wife in no longer young and grows older sooner than he
does (as in those countries the women soon age), and he
prefers to tied a younger :ind more attractive wile in
America :ml repudiate his former union. We should
combine to send these men back to their own country,
and their legal wife and children.
. We are sending back several such men. About the
responsibility of parents. Don't forget that the world
to-day is in a transition period. Every transition period

in the world is Fl period of adaptation and the breaking
down of the old sentiments There is more love of
comfort :md amusement. As to the poverty in Gahcia
being one of the causes of the traffic, in the hundreds of
cases we have had before up, we have found the Galician
girls as good as any. We lind tl\at American girls born
of foreign parent very often go astray. 'l'hc Erst genera-
tion is had, and the second generation generally rights
itself. The irrcsponsihility of the parents in largely due
to the effect of economic causes. The young people can
always earn ns much as, or more than the parents; there-
forc they arc economically independent of them, and will
not be guided by them ; they contract clandestine marriages
if their parcnL~a do not approve of their choice of a
husband. As to Mr. Landau's proposition, I fear that he
would only increase the evil which he seeks to lessen.
Many an unscrupulous man would be tempted by this
dowry of twenty pounds or so. Some of these men
would return from America, and then re-elnigrate to
lignin be free to contract another marriage after leaving
the girl in Europe, having First profited by the dowry, or
he might bring her to America and traffic her. Informa-
tion must be very actively passed backwards and forwards
between America and Europe about these emigrants and
re-emigrants. In any case steps must be taken to send
the panderer back. We am not ignore the fact that the
Shudchzin in one of' the causes of the evil, although there
are many who have done a legitimate ahcl useful business.
The genuine Shadchan does no harm; It is when a man
pretends to be a Shadclian is a cloak for a more sinister
business. The Shadchan being an institution :fong the
Jews, enables an bogus Shadchan to secure victims who
could not otherwise be raichecl. You cannot change
this evil by ignoring the facts; if we recognise them
perhaps we cm do some goal.

THE LADY BA'r'1'1al<sEA (LONDON) : Mr. Chairman,
Ladies and Gentlemen-l do not feel that I ought
to lake but R very few moments of your time,
when I see so many experts around me who can
:md will give you valuable information and advice,
but as one of the first organisers of Rescue Work in
the Jewish Community, I trust that l may be allowed
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to say :I word upon the important subject under dis-
cuansion this afternoon. For the White Slave Traffic is
a further development of the evil that twenty-Bye yeans
ago we were led to consider. At that time we merely
endmvoured to place a house of shelter within the reach
of those who were friendl and had been wounded in
the battle of life, and who often were more sinned against
than sinning. For some years we did not think of
attacking the root of the evil-we were women alone,
working for women, without the much-valued help of the
Men of our community. But as our work developed and
grew in all directions we were brought face to face with
the facts of the White Slave Tragic.

Once teamed, these cannot be forgotten, as all know
who have ever been associated with this work.

It did not take us long to recognise that the evil we
were about to attack was undermining the bodily and the
spiritual haxlth of its victims ; tapping the source of life
itself.

We knew, or rather we were not left in ignorance that
amongst the Jewish people were to be found the trans-
gressors of both sexes and their victims. jewish men,
to their honor be It slid, Mme valiantly to the help of
their jewish sisters. .

For more than twenty years H quiet, unostentatious
work has been carried on, by men and women-work of
prevention and of rescue, also one of a punitive character.
But now tl.e moment has arrived, when the workers know
and feel that there are many others who should share
their knowledge of this evil and of its for spreading
effects. They are anxious to arouse a wider jewish public
opinion in this matter. They are willing to acknowledge
that the jewish nice is not free, any more than other
nations or other races :ure free from this curse. They
know that there are jewish men and women-to their

-
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shame be It said--engaged in this traffic, and that there
are jewish girls-to our grief be It said-who :ire daily
waylaid, entrapped, ill~treatcd, hidden away, sold and
donc to death; but to our lasting shame will It be counted,
if we do not take any determined measures to stop these
infamous proceedings. It is something, l know, to
confess that we recognise this evil. We hope very fer-
vently, l trust not without grounds, that this interesting
Conference may be of lasting benefit to our work, and
that we skull gain some solid advice in the matter from
our visitors. We want advice, suggestions, but more than
anything--cooperation.

A small but widely ram paper has within the last few
weeks come coumgeonsly to the fore in this matter, und
has issued some striking articles that will most surely
have found their way into many a home circle, perhaps,
until now, foolishly ignorant of the perils that beset its
most innocent members. Would It not be possible, with-
out fear of pollution to our important Jewish press, that
some words of warning might, from time to time, be
inserted in their pages, which would tell a plain tale to
those who should be cautioned P Would It not be
possible that occasionally from some eloquent Jewish
pulpit a danger signal might be hoisted, although l know
It is no easy matter to touch on such topics in a mixed
congregation 9

Would It not be possible for teacheis to collect a few
of their elder scholars, and to speak earnestly to them on
these matters, warning them of the danger they may incur
in the streets, the parks, refreshment rooms, in fact, in all
public places of resort r This can be clone in a delicate
aNd reverend manner. lt cannot be successfully under-
taken by those who hold a very different moral standard
for men :ind women.

Would It not M possible for those who are responsible
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for the clubs that :ure :Io popular in these days, clubs for
young men :ml young women, lo induce some of the
inuinlwcis to listen to a voice of affection on this subject,
it they would enl rcaclily attend to in voice of authority ?
A worrl of encourztgelnenl to the serious-mindal, right-
thinking youths :us to their example and influence, n worcl
of :motion and instruction to the bright, happy, careless,
pleasure-loving girls. Even the poor worm of the street
leuls instinctively at horror of the very young girl joining
her flus.

The evil in a weed that grows in darkness-ligllt should
he shed upon It. lt in our business to Gnd ineunx of
spreading that light. But the work to be successful nmst
lw: undertaken by men is well as by woincn. lt cannot
he a one-sided work.

l hope that public opinion will be arouse<l by men, :ind
that the right uicu will speak to men-to youths-yes, if
need he, even to boys. l trust that those who speak will
dwell upon the question of cruelty in this tmlhc, that on
appeal will be made to enlist titan's manliness and sense
of chivalry, in regard to the physical weakness of \VOlT\I\l'l
:md the bitter penalty she has to pay for her wrong-
doing.

I also hope that in the face of this terrible evil
inditTerence will he counted sum a sin, both on the part
of men and women.

There are m:n\y who can/:at help us because they are
ignorant of the evil ; there arc many who 10:71 not help
us hccanise they :ire apathetic ; there are many who do
not help us because they are frankly pessimistic.

Can we be satisfied :It leaving the ignorant in their
ignonince, Ol' the apathetic in their apathy, or the pessi-
mistic in their pessimism, without trying to itnpaut Olli'
knowledge of facts to the ignorant, our enthusixun to the

I
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apathetic, our belief in the final triumph of purity :incl
goodness over evil doing lo the pessimist ?

l feel n strong desire that words of warning ehonld be
addressed from the pulpit, hy the pn3sn, by tenclicnl, and
at the girls' und boys' clubs, of course delicately :and with
discretion, as the matter in so extremely delicate to
handle. lt in so important to tnkc these things in time,
so that, install of trying to rescue fallen women. OIIC can
prevent the girls from falling.

I went to the clocks with a friend, at the request of it
clergyman, to speak to some fallen Jewish women, as he
could not make headway with them ; he could not speak
their language, or make himself understood by them.
We went to see them one spring evening, and found
them gathered in a mission room. We were their g\1ests,
they were the hostessan, and behaved :us such ; but the
information they gave us was very sad. l :in afraid we
could do 110 good with them, there was so little to he
clone, but we mentioned the name of al girl of about six-
teen who had just left school, and who had disappearecl
from her home. Her mother was in Fl terrible state, as
she could not find out what had become of her. When
we mentioned this girl the women at once said that they
knew Lizzie, that they did not want her, and they urged
us to get her back. We left the mission room and walked
to pick up the top. They accompanied us, but on the
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other side of the ronald ; their tnsulners were (on good for
them lo walk beside us. Suddenly one of them mn
across :md xmicl, " 'l`heie's Lizzie, would you like to speak
to her." They brought her to us, and formed it circle sn
that no one could interfere und in order to protect us. l
do not believe that even n policeman could have broken
through. 'l`hcy begged us to spcz\k to her, and get her to
leave the streets, :incl hike her back with us if possible.
\Vell,:4he dicl not go haiek that night ;but l hope :ind trust
that she did so ultimately.

My point is that these poor ruined women were niiscr-
:ihle in their occupation; they could not break away from
It themselves, but they did not wruit a young girl to farce
:ill the horrors which they were enduring. This evil is
kept in flnrkness ; more light should be shed Oll It, :ind It
must be undertaken by both men :md women.

It is Olli'
business to keep nothing hack at this Conference, but to
face anything wrong in Olll' system.

lt will be well to learn from our friends abroad what
in the cause of this evil, which is at the root of the White
Slave Trafiie. We do Olll' best with the children while
they are under our observation, but out of school hours
what are their suriaundings and what do they see in their
homes" What power have we to check these evil
influences, :md what power in going lo be placed in Olll'
hands " Something might be donc to strengthen the
lmncls of the ednaitional authorities by allowing them to
prosecute parents who will permit their children to be
lured away. And if this in wicked in connection with h
girl of sixteen who is supposed to know to a certain
extent what she is doing, how much more wicked in the
case of at child of ten or eleven who is easily tempted by
seven O\̀  eight shillings.

We have reported cases to the ]elvish Association for
the Protection of Girls and Women, which has tried to
help us, but, unfommately, has found itself helpless.
Can we not find spine means of preventing Olll' children
from being trained in this serious evil? II' the Conference
does nothing else but get some measure of success in
strengthening the han¢L~4 of the teachers, the education
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authorities, the mzmnagens, and the visitors at schools, it
will have achieved a great deal of success Ol] the road lu
checking the deadly progress of the While Slave Trnfiic.

THE REV. DAYAN HYAMSON emphasised the need of'
the mutter being dealt with from the pulpit. He said
that the late Rev. Zadok Kahn, of Fmncc, delivered a
famous and eloquent address on moral purity in his
Synagogue on the Day of Atonement, when the lesson
from the Pentateuch also touches on the subject. The
Dayan suggested that if the subject were handled unre-
fully and delicately there was no ice~:on why the late
Rabbi's example should not be followed on that day :ml
on the Sabbath.

Dayan l-lyamaon also suggested that persons known to
be engaged in the traffic should be excluded from com-
munal office, and that thcirinoney should not be accepted
for the purposes of the Synagogue. The Birminghzun
Congregation had refusal to accept money from usurers,
although there was no objection to their attending divine
worship if they wished. This should be the rule :dl over
the world with usurers, and still more with the traffickers.

" We ministers have not realised the extent of the evil,
and l believe the jewish community does not thoroughly
realize It. l hope an effort will be made to rid the official
world of this terrible plague spot."

prominently before us. Miss Pappeuheirn hams proposed
something, but she does not go jar enough. You try to
prevent the sprend or infection of smallpox by vaccina-
tion, and you should try to stop the cnuscs which con-
tribute towards the increase in this drezulful lmfiic. We
ought to amuse puhlie opinion, not so much about the
diRicultie<s in fighting the tmflie, but about the principal
cause, the oppression in Russia :md Roulnunia, which
refuses equal rights to the Jews, necausioning so nurch
misery, :und often driving women and girls to the streets.

MR. A. MORO: Ladies and Gentlemen-l confess
that the discussions this afternoon have not enlightened
me very much :is to the means of rousing Jewish public
opinion, yet we think that this is a very necessary thing
to do, because we [ind that incrcclulity and indi[Tcrence
(we hardly know where the dividing line comes in) are
sources of encouragement to the evil. I have hearcl an
grant d l said about the social, and worse still, about
the economic conditions that exist where these poor
people come from, and l do not think that anybody can
desire more earnestly than l do to see th1.'4e things

. I
that the economic conditions :ire to a great extent a
cause of this evil tmflic. I agree that It would be at
delightful thing to be able to ameliorate them. But
what can a gathering such as this, what can any charitable
association or committee do to improve the condition of
two, three, or five million people P

We must, l think, narrow our discussion within the
limits of that which is possible. We Ann achieve some-
thing, by speaking, to rouse Jewish public opinion; we
can take measures to protect and to warn the innocent,
the walk, and the misguided. We may even succeed, to
some extent, in improving the lzuncntable economic con-

mneliorzuled, especially as agree with some spwkcrs
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<lilions, if, by making (he tuNic difiicull :md rlnngertnla,
we can divert to better purposes the extrnonlinnry illlelli~
genes, energy, ingenuity :and enterprise now employed
by the trntliekerx in succesrafully conducting their cle-
tewtnhle trade.

I have often thought wistfully of the benefit which
would accnie lo our people if these qualities, so :\dmir:\I»le
in themselves, could he put to better use.

l want lo make one or two propositions, and l :un
open to criticism if other spaxkers can make any other
suggestions or additions. We "nut to arouse Jewish
public opinion, we want to reach people in their homes
who look down upon there women, :incl get them to try
to help them instead of despising them.

Tina Rlcv. l. PHILLIPS (Polrrsuou'rn): Mr. Chainnain,
Ladies and Gentlemen-I represent a great military fort,
Portsmouth, and It in also a great military centre. I
remedied this traffic there twenty years ago. l did not
conceal It from my members ; I saw the evil,:uid l tackled
it. l watcher these people, l watched the houses, l
hunted them down and drove them out from Portsmouth.
I watched thirty or folly at a time outside the Town
Hall, and had the pleasure of getting some of them
sentenced for nine months. They were all talking
Yiddish. and they were a by-word in the town, until l
felt ashamed. l worked personally, and asked some of
the members of my community. including the ladies, to
help me. l went with my colleague and talked to them
quietly, and told them what a Bin they were committing,
and yet some of them had the impertinence to go and
buy Kosher meat. l said to them, " You want Kosher
meat ? You want the lash l"

chutzpa. He said, " l wish you to marry me to this young
lady." l askecl, " Why do you want me to perform the
marriage ?" He said, " Well, I like the girl." But it
appears he pleaded poverty, and could not pay for the
kesuhali, the ring, or the registration fee. However, l
said l would provide the money, and to my great astonish-
ment l met the young lady the next evening walking with
a soldier. When she saw me she bolted. She and the
man had the effrontery to open a had house two doors
from the synagogue, but l cleared them out very quickly.

Ministers must bestir themselves to root out this traffic.
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l have been in Portsmouth for forty-four years, :my l am
glasl to say that all the jewish girls of' my congregate
are straight. They have been taught the practical :incl
ethical part of their religion-a religion which tells them
that morality is superior even to ecremonialism.

LEVERSON (Nswcas1~l.s): Mr. Chairman,
Ladies and Gentlemen-l have been somewhat fore-
stalled by the previous reverend speaker, with whom l
diseussecl this matter this afternoon. Nevertheless I wish
to add H word or two to emphasise the need of strict
measures. l think the opening address and suggestions of
Lady Battersea were sufficiently comprehensive regarding
the matters set apartfor discussion to-clay.

As long ago as December, 1898, I drew up it letter in
Hebrew, to which I obtained the signatures of the Chief
Rabbis of France, Berlin, Hamburg, and Frankfurt, who
have gone to their rest, of Vienna and Rome, who are
happily still with us, in addition to my own name. Do
you wish me to read that letter in its English translation P

This letter was forwarded hy the good oflict.-s of our
lamented friend, Alfred Louis Cohen, with the assistance
of the l.C.A. to the Rabbis of all the eongregationn in
Russia, Poland, Lithuania, Galicia, and Rounnuiia.

'rhee is reason to fear, from conversations l have had
with Rabbis who have come to this country, that they are
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not fully cognisant of the existence of this tn\ttic, its
ramification, and its perils. lt is also to be apprehended
that the lay-leaders of the various communities are
apathetic on tlle subject. In proof hereof I may mention,
that in July last n deputation from one of the chief cities
iii Russian came here to solicit our intervention in a
mutter that culled for prompt action. We complied with
their request forthwith. l subsequently wrote to the head
of the reputation and asked his co-operation :md that
of his friends in combating this traRic :md 'also asking
for information on the subject. l received no reply.
Perhaps this silence is due to the fact that my corre-
spondent could not obtain any particulars.

I would suggest that a circular letter be addressed to
the Rabbis :incl to trustworthy heads of congregations in
the countries before mentioned, including Turkey, where
the infection has begun to spread. This letter should be
based upon the experience gained during recent years and
upon the results of OID' conference, should ask for full
information as to the existence of evil in each separate
town, and should invite suggestions ns to the most
effectual means for combating the peril. But its principal
object should be to create stronger feelings of horror
against the evil.

Upon us all the duty lice to remove this horrible evil from our
midst. And therefore you should scyerely reprove all these evil-

MRS. I). Q. HENRIQUES (LONDON): Mr. Clmirmnn,
Lacliera and Gentlemen-l have been asked Io give n short
account of the work and the good results :nchicvcrl at
S:\ra1 1'yke House, the lodging-house and home for
respectable but friendless jewish girls and young worrell.

Some seventy-lhrce years :1go at. lodging-house in
another part of the East End was opened, where there

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were only six inmates, but the number increased, and an
larger house was required. This in its turn became too
small, and through the munificent gift of the late
Mr. joseph Pyke, our present Home (Sara Pyke House)
was built. During the lust Eve years no las than over
85o girls have lodgai in It, though some only for one
night. It is situated in the most densely populated part
of the Jewish quarter of the East End, and quite close
to the docks, where the foreign girl arrives knowing no
language but her own, dazed by the crowded scene
before her, and feeling utterly bewildered. In former
days, on her arrival, she was surrounded by men or
" bullies," as they arc called, who, under pretence of
assisting her, otlcred to take her to respectable lodgings,
bllt, in reality, to houses of ill repute

Now, however, since our Association has been founded,
our own inspectors meet the ships on their arrival, as
well as the trains that bring passengers from other ports
to the various termini. They are known to the oFEci:lls,
and the Hebrew budge they wear assures the frighlaned
lonely girls that they are there to assist them, :md they
are taken by them to Sam Pykc House, where, tired
and travel-stained, they rest, and are welcomed by our
Lady Superintendent with hot coffee or cocoa free of
charge.

Meanwhile, our inspector, with the au:ldres'4es given by
the girls, Linda out whether their destinations :ire respect-
uhle or otherwise ; if satisfactory, he returns anal takes
the girls to their friends. Should they prove unsatis-
factory, the travellers are told the dangers they run in
going to them, and by both lazy superintendent and
agent they are urged to remain within the aufe walls of
Sam Pyke House, in most cases with good results.

Those girls who have neither friends l10l' uddresaxes are
kept in the house, boarded and lodgecl for one shilling It
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day. If, however, their if cans are so limited that they
cannot :iffurd that small sum, It is reduced, and in some
extreme cases they :ire allowed to live free, nl\d are not
turned out to run the risk of being inveigled by the vile
creatures ever ready to get hold of them. Most of these
travellers :ire merely birds of passage, waiting sometimes
only Fl few hours, or :I few days, before joining the ships
which are to carry them to other continents, whilst others
remain until their friends are contmunicited with in
provincial towns, or until we find out if the addresses :ire
respectable ones. Many girls find not only temporary
lodgings :It Sara Pyke House, but Fl pernmnent home
there. Among these are orphans, friendless girls, and girls
who have been removed from dangerous surroundings,
and who have all been brought through various channels
to be protected, caned for, and looked after :It O\Il'
lodging-house. Sometimes girls in the house: will recom-
mend their friends also to become inmates. Whilst in
the Home they follow their various occupations,situa\tions
otter having bleu found for them by our lady superin-
tendent.

'I`lley leave early in the morning, :md in some cases do
not return till late in the evening, when they find a good
meal and a welcome nzidy for them. Their board and
lodgings cost them seven shillings Rx week, but low
wages or slackucss of work, :uid sotnetitnm no work :It
all, cause the charges to be recluccd. Even here again,
in sonic instances, It in reinitterl until the girl is in a
position to pay off her debt by Bmall instalments, for
we recognize that 110 etlorts of our part should be spared
so as to prevent the girl from being cast adrift. A good,
as well as troublesome inmate, if respectable, is always
protected from the outside perils that await her. Sumo
cases not suitable for the Home have respectable lodgings
toured for them, others, more suitable for service, are sent

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to situations, where they :ure looked after from time lo
time by visitors selected for that purpose. Those girls
who have lodged with us, though no longer in the
house, am always come for advice to an ever-ready
l-istener, the lady superintendent, who encourages them,
and, It' in danger, advixas them to return to the Home
until :mother place has been found for them. If they
cannot come to her, the cm-elope which each girl has
had given to her on leaving the Home with the printed
address of Sara Pyke House on It, and Fl sheet of paper
with the girl's name and address, can he sent to the lady
superintendent, and as soon as possible either our
inspector or lady visitor goes to her :md helps her. Sana
Pyke House is always ready to welcome a respectable
former inmate if in her free hours the has no friends to
visit. She is thus protected from picking up strange
acquaintances, or going to places of amusement where
she may lind pitfalls into which, perhaps innocently, she
tuniblcs. \Ve try never to lose sight of those girls who
have once found protection under our roof until they
have reachW an age when experience has taught them by
years of contact with the outer world that they can, :md
are, old enough to take care of themselves. I hope that l
have shown you that by having well-organised lodging-
houses, such as Sam Pyke House, we may assist in
reducing the evils and dangers that are bound to
surround a girl, especially an unprotected one, in large
cities or towns.

The young working girl who, through various causes.
has been bereft of natural guardianship, must, if po:~si l>le,
be cared for :md protected by societies fanned for that
purpose, so that she is looked after during the most
dangerous period of her life, when on :ill sides she in
surrounded by evilly-disposal men, and to our shame,
women, who drag her down to lasting degmdntion and
living death.
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Lei me implore :all who are interested in the welfare of
the respectable friendless girls, to recognize the absolute
nccestsity that, before :attempting to cure the evil, the
calm' of It should he dealt with :md vigorously handled.

Build houses lo shelter these girls, make bright :did
comfortable homes for (hose who have none, and put in
charge of them carefully selected utiiccrs, who will not
only look ziftcr, but mother the inmates. I feel sure that
the founding of such institutions, not only in England,
but throughout the four quarters of the globe, would help
to rescue the girl who in on the horderlzund of falling into
the nhyw of sin, where she would be engulfed :ind lost
for ever, :did these houses would materially assist her to
steer clear of the many rocks and dangers that :ire ever
pursuing her through ignorance and iuexpcrience.

Mus. L. S. M. PYKE (I.oNDON) ° The subject that we
have mel here to-day lo discus; :md to hear debated, in
one that appairs to Inc to be of (he utmost importance,
and the attitude which I am adopting towards It, in this
paper, is that which concerns itself chieHy with the jewish
girl under English law and educated in in English ele-
mentary school. But in order to answer the question
"How far can education and social work be helpful in
checking this traffic, seeing that bad economic conditions
are an undoubted source of the evil Y" l must endeavour
to show what has been achieved through these agencies
in the past as well as to indicate the obstacles which, at
present, prevent their being directed in channels likely to
give the best result.

Some few yeirs back It was pointed out to the jewish
Association for the Protection of Girls and Wot fen that
at great increase in immorality had taken place in the East
End, and the deplorable fact had to be faced that children
of school age lived in the same houses as people who lead
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immoral lives and, becoming tainted by bad example, grew
accustomed and indifferent to seeing evil sights, and even
assisted in the nefarious husincss carried on by those
about them.

This condition of things could not be permitted to
endure, and as there was reason to he imperfectly satis-
lied with the nmlngements in force for Jewish girls com-
mitted to the only Christian lndustrinl School willing to
receive them, It was decided to deal with the difficulties
by establishing at Jewish Industrial School for Girls.

The number of children ndmittW into the school since
its inception has proved indisputably that the work carried
on within its walls was very urgently needed, :md the
happy faces of the inumtea testify to the fact that healthy
surroundings and wholesome discipline are powerful
factors in eRecting reform :md engendering the desire to
become good and useful members of society. Children
of ages ranging from a little over three years up to twelve
years of age are committed under the Children's Act to
the school and in the majority of cases are kept to within
three inollths of their sixteenth birthday.

lt is generally found neeesxtry in the cases of those child-
ren admitted between the ages of ten and twelve to keep
them entirely in the schoolroom up to the age of fourteen,
as owing to the conditions under which they had lived
previous to their committal, they are considerably below
the average in physical and mental development. After
fourteen the girls are trained in housework, cookery,
laundry work and dremnnaking, with :\ view of placing
them in service.

Every endeavour has to be made to prevent the children
returning to their homes, and being again within re:\ch of
the influences from which they had been rescued, :did the
managers are assisted in these efforts by the power given
them by the Home Othce of retaining control until the
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:nge of eighteen. The Association feels confident that by
(he establishment of this school, which in recognized by
the authorities to rank among the best in the country, an
important step forward has been taken in the interests of
morality.

We now have to approach this subject from :mother
point of view-and to ask: Are education and social
work performing to the fullest degree their function of
checking the evil of the White Slave 'l`rallHc ? To this
question l should unhesitatingly answer " no."

The educator now provided for girls in the elementary
schools in England in not such as to lit them to fill any
position in after life with advantage to themselves or
the community. They leave school at the age of fourteen
partially developed, physically and morally, and owing
sometimes to lack of foresight, and sometimes to a not
unnatural desire on the part of the parents to increase
the family resources, the children are placed in unskilled
trades, receiving, It is true, some return for their lnhour,
hut with no prospect of being able to prnvidc for their
own needs in the future.

I should like here to mention that I do not under-
estimate the valuable work that is being donc by the
Children's Care Committee, in the matter of finding suit-
able employment for children leaving school, but the fact
remains, that the material that they have to deal with is
raw, and the difficulties with which the workers are
confronter ure many and great.

As un alternative to trade, we have, of course, domestic
service, and we constantly hen the question asked,
why the advantages of service are not more frequently
pressed on the notice of mothers, and endeavour umde
to overcome the prejudice which undoubtedly exists
amongst poor Jewish women to this form of wage earning
for their daughters. But, on consideration, do the :id-
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vautnges claimed for service really exist when applied to
a child of fourteen ?

Untrainerl servants are nlinost exclusively employed by
inistre~~zes who can :Ilford to keep but one servant, a
" clruclgc " in other words, whose lot in at bye-word.

The instruction neoeasaryto quality her to improve her
position. :md which would compensate for the low rule
of wages, is will\ few exceptions not imparted, and her
rlooin is practically seated before she has reached woman-
hood. Some, even of these children who have the :ul-
vantage of being trained for service in the Jewish Girls
Industrial School or the Domestic Training Home, and
are spared the ordeal of facing the work] at quite an Girly
age have loot the brightest of fixtures hcforc them. The
mlinission of these children to both Institutions in in the
majority of cases, though at different ages, due to the
necessity of removing them from evil influences incl had
surroundings-whether they have aptitude for the training
which will be theirs c:muot he considcrecl, as there is no
all tern:\live.

Again, in spite of the number of applications from
employers, the jewish girl hus not the same opportunities
of improving her position as her Christian sister, owing
to the fact that F\ widespread objection exists, in the
majority of householder, where it large stuff' is kept, to
the employment of jewish servants.

The difficulties of dealing with this problem of employ-
ment for girls, do not even cud here.

l see in the report oflthc Training Home (or I9o6, that
forty-tive girls applied for admission, of whom twenty-one
were passed, and in the following year forty-live again
uppliecl, twenty-three of whmn were passed. Their ad-
mission depends OII a satisfactory report being given by
the Hon. Physician; It will therefore bcseen that just
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under hall the number up applicants in the la>t two years
were considered physically unlit for training.

Now what in left for these girls but to drift into " blind
alley" occupations, lo swell the number of' ilnprovizlent
rnarriugen, or to full to the lowest of all depths.

Tlnse ligules, however, are quite infinitesimal compared
with the number of girls leaving the elementary schools
each year for whom absolutely no training has beef\
provided. The names they can command at unskilled
labor in but a mere pittance, never sufficient to ensure
independence. Is It to be wondered al, therefore, that
they fall an easy prey to the snares employed by lhouc who
act themselves to compass the downfall of unprotected
and innocent giria !

There exists, in my opinion, only one way of meeting
and overcoming these difficulties, namely, the compulsory
inclusion in the school curriculum of industrial training.
l :un aware that the question of raising the standard of
school age so as to include technicad instruction is en-
gaging the attention of many public and private bodies,
but if un account of' increased expenditure, this proves
iinpmctic'thle, the matter could still he dealt with by
suhzitituting :II twelve yairs of age the teaching of some
skilled handicraft, for some of the lessons of minor inu-
portance, which form part of the present code, and by
attendance at continuation schools being made coun-
pulsory. Training in practical housewifery and instruction
and elementary physiology, with special relation to morality
and hygiene, should also he given quite regrlnlless of the
girls' future careers; children are powerful factors in the
education of their parents and indirectly the claxnlinesc
and health of the home may be much improved, while
later on, in the event of man'ia\ge, the girbs themselves
would he better equipped to undertake the responsibilties
of their position.

L
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I would urge that this question in especially significant
to the Jewish community, owing to the greater Oust:lclc>=
in the way of making Olll' girls economic:\lly independent,
and' to the pitfalls hy which they :ire so particularly sur-
rounded. "The wo\nan's cause ix m:1n's; they rise Ur sink
together dwart"d or God~like, bound or free." No vtfnrl
can he too great to secure the raising of the whole standard
of womankind, enabling girls to rightly value their privi-
leges and self-respect, and to tit them to become gunrl
wives and wise mothers.

Ignorance is not purity. We must teach our girls to
deliberately choose the right, not accidentally to avoid the
wrong. They have to light their way through life, and
we must see they have the proper weapons. The teachers
in our schools should realize how great a part they play
in the future welfare of our race.

MR. H. LANDAU: 'l`hcre is no doubt the lust paper
you have hand is most interesting, but It in only
applicable to girls in this country. It would not apply to
Poland, Russia, and Roulnunia, because we cannot
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control the laws there. The Asisocizntion should undertake
the protection of girls the moment they leave home.
Last night, :lt the Jews' Temporary Shelter. i\ considerable
batch of tnunsInigrrmts an-ived, and among them two
girls aceompzuiied by four young men, some of whom
claimed them as sister, others as iuvccthearts. l was
frightened about them, so to-day l sent them to the Sara
Pyke House to be taken care of in the meantime.
Sometimes these unprotected girls come to marry a
countryman who prefers it wife from his native place.

Very oft cu terrible things happen on the journey, and l
am sorry to say, in many cnscs, the girl in lost en route.
And that is why It would be of such benefit. for the
Association to take tlicae girls in hand from the start
till the end of their journey. l mn afraid that many of
the people assembled here to-day, :ire not fully aware of
the conditions prevailing in some of these countries,
where these girls come from, when they say that they
require education and civilisation. I was hom in Poland,
:md you will forgive me if I tell you that the morality in
the small towns in Poland in higher that\ in any other
part of the world. II is their very morality which :nukes
tliuuie poor girls such comparatively easy victims. The
large towns l exclude, hut in the small towns a breach of
morality is regarded :es being punishable by datth. These
girls raiuire protection, because they are so virtuous and
do not suspect evil. Yesterday a large number of
emigrants came to the Shelter, mostly young men, on
their way through to America. They are leaving their
women in the hope of being able to send for them later
on. What are these women to do in the meantime ? lt
would he good if there were some agency to facilitate
some of these girls joining the men of their choice, anal
being safely conducted to their destination and guarded
until the marriage takes place either here or in America.

'l`HI-I Rl-.V. A. A. GREEN (LONDON): Mr. Chairman,
Ladies and Gentlemen-l propose to occupy the few
minutes at my disposal with n reference to a phase of
this question which has come to my notice for it good
ninny years, and upon which l feel very strongly and
concerning which 1 fear I shoulrl not get everyone to
agree with me. If we Mk ourselves how It is that the
attitude of Jewish girls toward this question has altered so
much, that in the lifetime of comparatively young men
like myself, It has come about that, whereas It was our
boast that jewish girls were free from taint, It is now our
shame that so many of them :ire now among the fallen, my
answer is that Jews have not become more depraved, more
licentious, but they have become poorer, and they have
been forced into these grooves by the grinding tyranny
of as near starvation as we can meet with in a civilisal
country. I find there is st large :fount of starvation in
this London of ours. Some people deny It, I have been
told that nobody need starve and nobody does starve. I
deny It. People are starving; not fasting, all daylong, but
insutiiciently fed. Therc is in young girls the animal
craving for food, and in their homes the continual
grinding poverty acts upon them in an most fearful way.
Girls are overworked and nnderfcd and under-cducaterl.
l know the case of :l poor girl who went out into the
streets and 6old herself to give hrcad to her little sisters
and brothcn4, she was so desperate. What is a girl to dn'
Now l complain that girls who arc starving and respect-
able are not sutlicicntly looked after, but they are only taken
in hand after they have fallen. The connnnnity should
help those who are starving and prevent them from
falling. Otherwise their charity is insufficient. If a girl
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commits a crime, you send her to :in industrial school.
What do you do for the good ones r

We want missionaries ill social reform s we ullnt more
religion in our politics and more politics in our reli-
gion. We should look after the girls working in the
factories; we should look after their ceding. You should
arouse the consciences of the entire uominunily on this
question. Then we durll begin to see clalylight on this
and ninny kindred topics.

Miss AMERICAN : ) propose to restrict myself
entirely to II subject which has not been touched. We
talk of rescuing the girl when she has fallen, but there
are two kinds of rescue--the rescue of the girls and the
rescue of ourselves. I am tired of hearing " them "
spoken of. It in time we said "we." When we talk
about pleasure and amusement, do we reflect that these
girls want pleasure and amusement also' Among a
hundred girls there may be only one case that has fallen
through destitution. There is not starvation of the body
alone, but starvation of the soul and spirit. Alan does
not live by bread alone. We need n.:creation and amuse-
ment in these times of industrial depression. When
grand ladies walk along the streets in their satins and
lure, can they not realise that these girls want pretty
things as much as they? l do not believe there are
more fallen women among working girls than among the
rich. The standard of life he risen all round, encl
people are not content with the dull gray lives of their
forbears. l am heartily in accord with Mrs. Tyke's
admirable paper, and Mies Pappenheim and Miss Werner
have spoken admirably of their cthiml work in prevention
and protection. But you cannot do much with :| prosti-
tute. Why not ? Because she is physically and mentally
degenerate. Is she going to work for a pittance

ruspeetahly " You must prove that her friends will give
her as good an time as her enemies have donc. You must
investigate each case individually :md on its merits. You
must understand each woman individually, and you must
treat each individual separately. You must learn from
her the causes of' her degradation, whether physical or
moral Ol' mental. We must learn from (he prostitute,
hut we cannot reform her, because we have not formed
her. But the Iirst offender we may save from going down.
We must deal with her with patience, insight :md feeling.
Knowledge never saved the world. Everyone thinks
herself straight if she is not susceptible to the temptations
of the things of the flesh. It is precisely with the
rich girl as with the poor girl. Ambition :ind passion
move the world. There is El passion which in good
as well as H passion which is evil. 'l`here are ideas which
may make ideals. You must rouse passions for good ;
you must create high standards. 't'he panderer does not
care what you think of him. He in a big man in his own
group ; that in all he ares about. A prostitute of the first
class wants to be the graxtest prostitute. We must stamp
an new idea on the worlcL There in st grit dent said
'about the p\\rity of women ; let us set up a standard of
purity for men. Let ins have a passion for purity, it
passion for righteousness. We say we are R nation of
priests; we nmst have something to minister to; we must
ininistcr to the world. We must not say " don't do as l
do, but do as l my." We must be examples, :md not
talk about exainples We must set up ideals again until
we are moving on in spite of ourselves. There are
certain things which ore secret, hut which should be
also sacred. The father and mother must make this
secret sacred, which the children should be :illowcd to
l-arn from them, and not leave them to learn from each
other and from the street. Parents are too shamefnwd
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about It, there is such II passion for reticence on some
matters. I wish l had time to my something about our
home for unm:u\'ied mothers in New York. They say
that motherhood cnnolxles, :md we must sec that mother!
hood cnnohles these girls, as I find It does. We must
let this ennobling force inlinence these girls, :did give
them :t chance of redeeming themselves. After living
this Home to per cent. of the girls are leading self-
respecting and self-supporting lives.

Mus. EICHHOLZ (LONDON): I had hopucl for the
presence of two Indies here to-day who could have <le;ll1
much better than I with the subject of Girls' Clubs, but
in their absence, as their sense of duly compels them to
be elsewhere, I should like to draw the attention of the
foreign clclegates especially to the work of real prevention
which is accomplished in these Clubs in London, notably
in the Exist End and the West Central Districts. The
girls are invited to join immediately on lawing school,
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and there they are able to lind recreation ns well :is
alueation, and, what is perhaps still more precious, real
friends--friends who avr nhlc to advise them if necesssuy,
Special care is taken to lind out all about their home
conditions, and to help them to find suitable employment,
and this is perhaps the most important p:lrl of the club
work, hecausc one has to recognise the temptations open
to girls, considering the economic conditions. If suitable
work in found for these girls. where they can he sell-
respecting, in suitable surroundings, :md suitable work-
shops, or factories, where they are not open to temptation,
every opportnltily is give them of leading straight lives.
Arrangements :ire made for them to earn at proper living
wage, and to lind work which is constant. \\'e know that
the hopelessness :tml uncertain employment which lace
mtuw of these girls induce them to enter into improvident
tnarriages, and the unhappy results of lhesie improvident
marriages often lead to immorality. l should like to
specially call your attcntinn to the Lahour Bureau of the
West Central Girls' Club, whereby hundreds of girls
are introduced to imitahle employment during the year,
for which Miss Connie Lewis docs such excellent work.
This Club also sees that the foreign girls coming over are
placed in proper lodging>¢,as their strangeness to this City
might easily place them in dangerous surroundings. Ten
years ago the Emily Harris Home was estahlislied, and
It was found so useful that It has had to he enlarged. and
it ear now accolrunodate forty girls. l think this is one
aspect of real preventive work. We do not wish to take
girls from their homes if they have proper guidance, hut
'where they are unfortunately bereft of proper guarrlians
or their homes are not desirahlo. or they come from
abroad, this Home does a great aland necessary work. lu
connection with the Emily Harris Home, there is also a
large working-girls' restaurant, as girls working lmrd all

MR. J. PRAG (LONDON): I have lo consider the
economic conditions that are the aibunclant raouree of
this tmllie, but they zlilfer HD widely in the vnrloutl
countries where this iritic exists, that each of' us ought
to look at It from the various low! points of view by which
the tralflic in effected. We ought not lo lose sight of the feet
that in some of lhclarge towns of this country where there
are Fl number of Jewish working girls, not sufficient
attemlion is given lo them after they have left the factories
in which they work, and that, in many instances, if
there in a hill, ii ix due to ignorance of the terrible
a1naequem:4:s which May incur by promenading (he
streets and allowing themnelws lo be accosted by well-
divan,-d men and women.

l have seen in the large mam.lfacturing towns of the
Ninth girls promenarling the struts it\ twos and threes on
the look out for lun, and a target for sill the salyrx who
infect the streets; 'l`heale girls have dull gray live: with
very little pleasure, and when they leave the factories the
lights and'g:\iety of the streets strc a very potent attraction,
and they walk about there with very little knowledge of
the dangers which beet them. Then they are lured into
can& and public-houses, and then It in that the descent in
Avernus takes place.

l should like to ace established a League of Love, with
branches ill every town. lt might be al part of the
beneficent Society which is protecting girls and women,
under the auspices of which there might he mis.\:ionnries,
ladies as well is gentlemen, to go into the stnsels and
explain to the girls the ten'ible risks they run. We shall
then he doing something towards the banishment of these
evil-doers, who me making l:\rgepmlil& We must try
and bring light into the minds of these poor girls.

l should like this league of men :md womell to bring
their influence to bear on the parents, because, occupied

MR.OSWALD Sl MON (IJOSIJON): After long experience
in various Jewish organisations, I desire to give expression
to my intense desire to try :md rescue the many jewish
girls :md WOIIICII, who in recent years have become fallen.

lt in quite true what Miss American said that the evil in
not due only to economic conditions, but they are at any
rate a very considerable factor, because extreme }x>verty
is an uinnitigahxl evil. while it' we in to the cause of that
poverty, l am afraid we shall find, if we are frank enough
to admit It, that much of It is due to improvident and
twirly marriages. l touch upon the point with some feeling
of compunction, lest It might offend the susceptibilities of
many of my orthodox co-religionists. 'I`llese man'iuges
take place with great disn;§u'd of ways and means, and
they have an evil effect in the history of our community.
Such piewntions as have been suggested by Mr. I-'rag
could he worked out, I believe, by a Lwigue of Love
composed entirely of women ; then l believe it would he
possible to shelter these girls at an early age from the
dangers to which they are esposed. \Ve do not let ollr
own daughters go about unprotected after dark, because
we know of these claIlwrs.

l do not believe that there are two species of women hy
nature, the good and the bad. I do not believe that these
unfollunate sisters of ours were dragged dowll easily into
this horrible, hideous and revolting slavery. I  do not
believe that they are bom to It, or that they have any
necessity to enter into It, except through the pressure of
poverty.

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that most of the shaken van:re inclined very much to
exaggerate mailers, with the exception of Miss American.
lt in not lr\le that the Jewish raw ham deteriorated in
morals. You l.:1nnot judge the morals of au 1"f1012 by its
pro~slitutcs; you cam judge them only by the moral or
immoral conduct of ordinary men :md women. I saythe
ordinary life of the Jews and Jewesus in still the highest
of all the races of mankind, and that the family life of
Israel in still the holiest and most mend in the world.

You must not forget that in many ancient temples
prostitution was part of the religions service, and theft the
first nation to forbid It was Israel. We must admit what
Miss Amerionn so well said, that prostitution has been
unfortunately carrimxl on for thousands and thousands of
years. In a Code of Laws of the Babylonian Kings you
find provision made for prostitution.

l :in afraid that U\Il' poor brethren in Russia and
Ronnmnia and Poland have farul very badly in our
speeches; their morality has been attacked, and I am sur-
prised that to one rouse lo protest. I was myself brought
up in n small Russian Jewish town, :md I never heard of
prostitution till I came Io Western Europe.

I should like to make one suggestion in connection
with the recommendation of Dr. Adler, vix., that the
letters of warning should be sent ollt not only to the
Rabbis of Russia and Galicia and Poland. What about
France and Gennady r Why should a slur be put on the
Jews in Russia and Galicia and Poland ? The letters of
warning should be sent to the Rabbis all over the world.
It is unfortunate that girls of' the lower classes in Russia
and Galicia dn not receive religious eduailion. I think
this circular letter should urge that religion clasuea should
he established, which the Jewish girls can attend, so that
they can be imbued with Jewish ideas of morality. I am
extremely sorry that other duties prevented me from being
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here during all the sessions, otherwise I should have
protested against some of the utterances of Fnlulein
Pnppenheinn.

MRS. I-'_ H. HALFORD (l4ONDON)I In llle year 1885
our Association for the Protection of Girls :md Women
opened a small Rescue Home in the City, but It soon
proved to he too small for our r¢xlnin:lnenls. The neigh-
hourhood was also not considered quite suitable, and
eventually It was decided to search for a house in the
Western District.

We were fmhmale in finding It good one in Shepherds
lush,and alter It had been anlaptul to our needs,a laundry
built. and other iinproveinenha coinpletecl, the removal was
elTeeled ill 1887, :id Charcrofl House is still Our Ruicue
Home.

Hum -"nay poor girls have helm trained and taught tO
lead a better life, their children have been well amen for
by foster-mothers in the neighborhood or country, and
always under the supervision of our cxoellent lady
superintendent, Miss Levi, and our matron, Miss Blyth.

N
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Girls are adnnittcd to the Home through upplieutinns
which come from many sources. lnvustigitions are made,
the girls nrc interviewed, and if they :agree to conform lo
all rules, and are willing lo enter for a full your, they arc
accepted is inmntts; none are uccepttxl after :| second
l':\ll. All girls perform certain household duties in tum,
and they must assist in the laundry :md with needlework,
and are thus preprlretl to enter domestic service it the
expiration of' their tenn of probation.

lt is greatly to be cleplored that many very young girls,
ranging from thirteen yarns of age, fall into our funds und
these we keep, it possible, for two yarns or more, as a shorter
term would not benefit them sufficiently or enable them
to earn their livelihood. Some young girls are in fact
handed to us by the 1na\gistr:\t¢:4, and are hound over for
two ycam.

The results of tl\e training, the kindly fire and good
nmnngement of our invnlunble staff, have been very satis-
factory in many canes. some having spent varyingtenus of
years in domestic service, one having a record of over
seven years with one mistress, while many have completed
two, three and four yes in their lira situation s others
are respectably married, or have joined relative; abroad,
and those who ure otherwise cmployW are able to maintain
themselves and children. OI course we have had various
disappointments, and there are those who will not remain
long enough under our care and who, unfortunately, will
not listen to good advice.

Ours is the only existing Jewish Riaicue Home in
England, therefore we are asked to receive many girls
from provincial towns, and for these we receive the small
payment of live shilling per week.

A disability arising from this fact consists in being un-
able to sep-'u'ole the various grades, as can be donc in
other communities where they have many homur. We
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have hand grant trouble with many sud cases of feeble-
minded girls who have been betrayed ; the impossibility
of training their lo become self-supporting has deter-
mined us to refuse such cases in future.

These poor creatures require spet:Lll treatment and
segregation in homes and farm colonies.

One of our rules is not to admit foreigners who have
lived less than one year in England.

To an certain extent the laundry is a source of income,
but as our inmates are mostly young and inexperienced,
the profit is only small, and naturally does not even pay
for their maintenance.

We are thankful to say that since the establishment of
the Industrial School we have not been asked to admit
girls under thirteen.

All clothing and outfits ure made in the home under
the guidance of our clever matron.

II is well to note the gratifying tact that we have had
several donations from former inmates, who have shown
in this plating way their appreciation of kindness and
care bestowed on them at a time when they most needed
a helping hand.

Clmrcroft House in in every sense a Rescue Home, for
not only are girls saved from evil surroundings and
taught to laid a better life, but they are also rescued from
the dangers and horrors of the White Slave 'l`raflic.

Mus. N. I.. COHEN (Lonvon): I wish to draw the
aullenlion of the Conference to two points concerning the
persons who earn their living by performing at places of
:nnuseIn4:nt such as theatres and music-halls

The list point is the custom of non-pnyment during
the weeks of rehearsals. The only exception to the rule
of non-pelyment during the weeks of rch¢»arsll is that in

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the cllorus (but not* to the principal artists) during lllu
dress rehearsals

When a new piece is being prepared then: are many
weeks of rehearsals. Then, if the pier: proves to be a
failure, It in soon withdrawn, and the pafonners perhaps
get a nlonth's pay (or even l1.-ss) for thru or four months'
work.

in :musical plays al large proportion of the perfonnens
are of the chorus girl class, and are very poor. They
struggle through the months of rehearsal, perhaps hor-
rowing or running into debt on the strength of' their
future earnings. If the piece tails or is taken old alter a
very short run, these chorus girls are reduced to the
direst straits of poverty. The temptation to forsake
virtue to escape from the hardships of extreme poverty
becomes very great. lt is the opportunity of the tmtlieker
and his vile patrons.

It seems to me that the umunhu/nn of amuselnents in
as definitely factory work as the mannjinhnv of clothes
or furniture, and that an international agreement lo put
places of amusement uurk:r the nsspective 1-lactory Acts
of' uncle country would he a beneficial plan, securing
reasonable hours of work, due intervals for meals, satis-
factory sanitary conditions in the buildings, and payment
for all work, including rehealsal work. Special clauses
would legitimize the special hours of entcllainluent work
and a difl'erentiation between the scale of pay during the
woks of rehelrsll and the wceka of [x:rformances.

The second point to which l call your attention is the
existence in various parts of tl\e world of fmuafnlcut
theatrical and concert agencies, which entice girls into
mfa/r/iaul¢ml.ralld iuunoml houses. l am informed that this
is one of the sources of traffic. l do not dwell on It as I
have no direct knowledge of the subject ; hut l hope
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others who are present here can and will give more
inlormulion on the subject.

Music is a very international affair. Might It not be
possible to make an International Registry of Agencies,
and to lake steps (hy putting up notices in the dressing-
rooms :md green rooms of theatres, and in the ollicus of
the registered agents) to warn girls of the dangers of

THB Rsv. WALTER LEVIN: I only desire to say
just :L few words at the conclusion of this most important
Conference, because l (eel most strongly in sympathy
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with the renlau'ks which were made heforc you yesterd.\y
afternoon by my friend, Mr. Goldston.

Fm too little has been said about, and frit too little time
given to, the point of view of the child in the East End of
London. We hear it great deal of the nceaisity for
schools in Galicia, and the training of the various girls
:und men abroad, but I feel that we, in London, must
undcrstsind the problem that meets us here all our very
doors. There is lo doubt whatever, to my mind, that
there fire two causes which lend to this terrible evil, one
has been mentioned many times to-day, namely, poverty,
and the other in, the natural inelinzltion-wc must say It
to Olll' slmme. The poverty side has been fully dealt with,
although I have not hard alnyhody refer to the fact of the
evil consequences which result from the way in which
nuiuheiiess f:unilies:u'e herded together in wuions so-called
buildings incl flats in the East End of London. We know
very well that young men :did young women-we must
speak plainly-use the same lavatories, we know that day
by day they cmne in the mos! intimate contact with one
another. Those who know the inner life of these young
people :ure aware that the conversation which goes on
between them would shock the ears of those ladies and
gentlemen who prefer to close their eyes to this evil. No
one has spoken of the influence of the low-class servant
on the children. We know also what a terrible influence
must be exercised by the mere fact of young children
sleeping and living in the same room as their parents,
sleeping in the same room with their older brothers and
sisters. We know exactly what must take place as the
result of this terrible crowding together. Some of these
poor children, in their innocence, ask their parents to let
them sell things in the streets to make A little money, and
they go out and sell something, penny toys It may be, and
at the end of a week are proud to End they have earnc<l.a
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shilling Ol' so. The children compare notes as to how
much they have earned during the week, and one may
say, "l can tell you how to am much more," and so
child is tempted hy child, and is introduced to one or
another form of vice.

I have heard IIO one allude to the terrible things which
take place in the so-called picture palaces which are
springing up all over London. Few realise, and specially
docs this apply to the East End, the terrible amount of
vice und temptation to which children are subjected by
being taken into these palaces, which are sometimes used
for the most evil and terrible purwses.

A young girl wishing to go out into the world to earn
her own living answered two or three seemingly innocent
advertisements in the " Morning Post," and received a
reply from u colonel to call upon him at :up address in
Ebury Street. l need not tell you of the terrible tempt-
ation to which this poor girl was exposed Another
advertisement which she had answered had been inserted
by a lashionahly dressed lady with it motor car who
wanted her to go abroad. Then there in the natural
inclination side. This is shown by the filthy expressions
one reads chalked up in school playgrounds, which leave
no doubt as to the tendencies of the children. lt is for
those who understand, to do something to stop this
terrible evil.

What is to be donc to strengthen the morality of the
children? We want legislation ; we want the hands of the
teachers xtrenglhened. I advocate more co-etlucntion.
Boys and girls brought up together will grow accustomed
to work side-by-side ms friends and comrades. l see to
good in the so-culled talks to children which take place.
Instead of row youths talking to four or Eve hundred
children, let the teachers talk to them. The children
should learn something of the ten'ible evils which await

I
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them if they :ire not cnrclnl. I, for one, hope that the
liendinistresses and headuuuttcrs of the schools will lake
the children of the higher stnndrmds, and with discretion
open up their minds to some things which they ought to
know, :did explain the terrible evils that looseness in
conduct or conversation leads to. l do not wish to
under-rate the value of religions teaching, but religion
hardly touches the Class we watt to get zit. At print It
is difficult to get hold of that clan I mn sure II grunt
doll could he donc to help them and to nuke the race
purer and better.

BARON ALEXANDER DK GUNZBERG then proposed
the following recommendation which, after di:4cnssion,
was unanimously agreed lo by the Conference :

MR. MONTEFIORE then introduced Miss Nettie
Adler.

He said: Mis Adler is a daughter of the Chief Rabbi,
and occupies at very important and exceptional 1xzsition,
as being one of the only two ladies elected to serve
on the London County Council, which governs this
great Metropolis. She is also on the Educational Com-
mittee of the Loudon County Council, :did is ii great
authority Ol\ education. She will address a few words
to you on industrial training.

Miss NETTIE ADLER, L.C.C. (LONDON) : Mr. Chair-
man, Ladies and Gentlemen-l was very sorry that l
could not be present this morning when educational
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questions were to he discusscil. I understand from my
lather that it had been suggested that nothing was donc
to safeguard young people whilst at school.

Of late years it graN deal has been donc in certain
respects. We :ire very anxious to postpone entry into
the workshops, as we believe great harm in donc to the
girls, physic-ally, mentally, and morally, when they enter
the workshops too young. Consequently, the County
Council hove started Trxulo Schools, where girls can len-1t
dre:isrnakiug. millinery, all needlework, embroidery, Ene
laundry, ac., etc. At- the same time ten hours weekly
are given to general education. By postponing the time
of entering the workshop (rom fourteen to sixteen, and
especially by the very careful moral training, which is
given to the girls during those two years, they are able to
choose the good and leave the evil, when they go into the
workshop. The girls come hack to us sometimes and
complain of a certain workshop, saying that they should
like to lmvc It, that they do not like the tone of It. This
helps us to Gnd out which are the really good workshops,
where we can confide the girls, and which are undesirable.
We hope lo cxpancl this system largely, and l think we
may he able to do at good deal to raise the general tone of
workshops.

The various School Employment Committees are
endeavoring to place young people out in workshops
where there is also a better moral tone, and by "matching
that they are not overworked, :md that they are in
respectnhlc surroundings, they are able to do something
to prevent that great lowering of the gencml disposition
which, unfortunately, often takes place when children
leave the shelter of school and go out into the world.

By the .:establishment of labor bureaux, our Advisory
Committee hope that a great deal more may he donc, so
that not only it few children, but practically every child
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will he watched over by the educational authority, will be
kept on a list, and every care taken to nee that the child
goes to the work for which It in best quited, for which It
is technically trained, :md further physionl training given.
By this means we feel we um keep :| hold on these young
people. 'l`l\e whole scheme is much in the public eye,
and l think everybody in alive to the fact th.1t Fl great deal
is to be donc in the years between tourtecn and sixteen.
In the workshops an great deal nl harm can occur, an
:unount of harm which is not always discovered, even by
the Clubs, and we hope to abate this.

'111I¢ REV. DAYAN HYAHSON : I should have liked
lo have moved n solution lo the following effect, that
this Conference should eslnblish :on English section,
having for its objects to assist the work of the Jewish
Association for the Protection of Girls :md Women, hut
l have u told that an resolution of that kind in inad-
missible, bwlum of its sectional character. I f  the
resolution were extended and :mule more general, It
might pomibly be in order, but then It seems to me It
would be too general, barium surely the very (act that so
many of our friends have come from all parts of the
world shows us that they do not need any plet m that
they will do their Met to carry out the work of rescue.

The cam is diNemnt with the English delegates, beeauw
they have not made so' many mcrihwu; some have come
from the pmvincw, but they belong mostly to London.
The Conference has been unfurl from some points of
view, mul It has been a satisfaction to take part in It, and
l should like some practical outcome with regard to the
English section. The work which has been donc hy the
Jewish Association for the Protection of Girlsaucl Women
for the last quarter of a century has nneaawrily been of a
delicate diameter, requiring tud, and It has naturally had
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to he donc quietly. I doubt whether (he hulk of (he
Jewish Community has known fully of the :unounl of
good that has been due quietly by the Jewish Association.
I am afraid that the majority of us have ignored or shut
our eyes to the extent of' the social evil which has grown
day by clay and year by year, :md they have left the work
to he donc by :i small hzmrl of clcvotal men and women.
It seems to me as the result of the last three days'
discussion that an good deal of extra work will be thrown
on our London Association. More workers may be
required, to help to raise those who :ire fallen :md gone
astray, and to help them to save the iunoccnt and pure from
sin and delilcinenl. II is powailalc that more money may
he required by the Jewish A>L<oci:\tiou of London to cope
with the extra work. If It were provided with ampler
funds we might, in this Metropolis, :md throughout the
country, cover a wiclcr field :md rln more work. The
work could not he donc more cflieicntly than hitherto,
but with more workers anal increased funds more work
could be doc. Apparently It in to become i\ " Central "
for the whole of Europe, or even for the whole of the
world l l earnestly ask :md appeal to Jewish Ministers
that (hey, and all of us, should make efforts to stir the
conscience of' our own community, to sec that the work
of rascuiiig huinam lives :md souls is not the concern of
a small :md devoted band, hut of the whole community.

The problems dealt with during the Inst three days are
lOl problems to he ignored, to shut one's eyes on, but to
he freed and grapple-d with, problems which we :ill ought
to do our bed, however little, to attempt to solve.

l trust that the work of the Awsoeizltion will be recog-
nised :LS It deserves, :is being it least as important :LS any
other of our Jewish Institutions.

Try: RI-:v. I. RA:-'FALOVI7'CH (LM<npooL): I wish
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to addre:4e4 myself to the delegates from the provinces, as
l desire :m extension of the work in every town of this
kingdom.

The elTorts of Mr. Montetiore :md Mr. Moro were very
successful in the meeting that they called in Liverpool,
and It is desirable that branches should he estnblislied in
every town. l had the case of an girl who wanted to goto
Leeds, :did we had no one to appeal to. We wrote to the
minister, and he did the work, :md well, but we came to
the conclusion, that it is of the greatest necessity that
there should be :um organized body in every pan of the
country, so that the work should be more thoroughly
c:m'i¢.~<l Ont. l would most earnestly appeal to the
delegates from the provinces that they should Endeavour
to form more hmuches in their cities.

Tm-: Rev. DR. GASTER (1/he Ha/iam): I :in not going
to submit any resolution. I wish to discuss one of those
points which l had hopal some one else would have
brought up, but which has been ignored entirely. We
have been discussing, more or less, the question of eduai-
tion, how to enlighten the benighted ignorant Jews of
Eastern Europe, :md we are assuming very complacently
that the people in Eastern Europe, that the girls and
young men of Galician, Rounmnia and Russia never read
books or papers, and that they know nothing of what in
going on in the world, and now you are going to open
their eyes to a new world with our pamphlets and circu-
lars and booklets, which are to he distributed brouclcnst.

Is that so P Are they really so ignorant is we believe '*
Well, l think l may be ahlc to tell you of one of the
main c:\uue.s of inoml degnldaltioIi, of which l have
learned by iny O\Vl1 privnte experiences gained in the
slums. l :un :\ great lover of books, old and new, and l
look out tor the bookshops to see what in sold in the
ghettos of Europe.
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What do the inhabitants read, what papers, what books,
what pictures, what carols do they buy or look at? Do
they buy them? What do the children read secretly in
the schools, and what do they talk about? For read
they do, and a vast amount of popular books in every
language, but mostly in Yiddish. Few, perhaps, have
accumulated such an amount of Yiddish books as It has
been my privilege to (lo. If one has seen more than two
thousand jargon books which exist, printed in Russia, in
London, and in Anleri<:1, he will see what in going on in
the minds of the people. They also rod books in all
languages The whole pornography of France is read by
them; there is lo vile book published throughout the
world which in not attainable by these young people.
'l`hea4: vile hooks :ire circulated freely, and if you saw
them, a.~4 well as the obscene pictures and postcards
which these people are anxious to buy, you will under-
stand there is no stream of defilement to poison the
mind of (he reading public among the jewish youth (not
the Jewish youth alone, of course) that in not within their
reach.

The tone of the literature abroad is not like the tone
of the literature here, where doubtful books are carefully
excluded from the bookstalls and public libraries. Here
must our activity primarily set iii. We must draw the
attention of all to whom It is of paramount interest that
books of such a character should not fall into the hands
of the children, which are apt to inflate their imagination
:und prepare them for the worst.

II we are to discuss practical questions, and xuggat
practical solutions, then l think It cksiruble to call your
attention to this vital matter; we cannot be too circum-
spect or too careful.

H pamphlets and leaflets are now to be sent out, we
fust guard against their falling into the hands of the

I
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young. The educator which we intend to spread might
he the reverse of what we are anticipating. There is a
suggcsUveness about such pamphlets, which is, in itself,
it danger. Nor are the topics contained therein it for
public discussion. I have been ashxl by my children
about these meetings which I have been attending, and
I found It very difficult to give them i\ satisfactory
answer. How much more difficult tor the people abroad
to explain these pamphlets or circulars without doing harm.

The children are already being corrupted by the
poisonous literature which in being imported-the papers,
the pictures, the postonrds, etc. In earlier times there
was not a book among the jargon literature which one
would have been ashamed or afraid to place in the hands
of girls. It is very different now. It is not for us to open
the eyes of the innocent and unsuspecting; they see uu-
desirable things, unfortunately, much too early in life. Let
us, however, try and supervise the literature: which circulates
here and in the East among the children. Let us provide
wholesome literature for them; this would be a better
work for the Conference than to let them mn the danger
of knowing of the horrors and evils which exist. If we
eau do this, we shall he doing noble work by putting fl
stop to one of the most poisoning influences. Let us
purify the air, and prepare wholesome mental and
spiritual food for the children, and thus arm them with
the most powerful weapon to fight successfully against
temptation and sin.

to the English Association for having allowed us the
privilege of meeting with them and of learning from
them, in order to constantly keep at work on this
question. l thank the Association personally and offici-
ally, and shall take away the inspiration of their fruitful
and honorable work.

We have spoken from time to time
with regard to the condition of things in Eastern
Europe, and the fact that there are many girls from
Eastern Europe who have been deceived or who have
lallcn victims to this unholy trade and traffic, but nothing
has been intended in the smallest degree to cast it shu-
upon the Rabbis or upon the Jewish population in
Eastern Europe :L3 it whole. On the contrary. I :in sure
we admire profoundly the tenacity with which the great
hulk of tl\e Jewish population in l:I:u4tern Europe, Russia,
Roumania, and Galicia, in spite of terrible conditions and
temptations, has attained to, and remains at the level of, a
high and noble morality. Once more I bog you to accept
Olll' most hearty thanks. As the work in which we arc
engaged in really not only ethical and moral, but also
distinctively religions, I am sure It is Iitting that, as we
lagan our sittings with prayer, in which we asked
Almighty God to bless; our work, so we should end this

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Conference in the same way. I will, therefore, :wk the
Rev. Morris joseph to close Olli' Conference with it prayer.

May the nmgnihirle
of the evil that has brought us together keep its chastening
influences with us, so that we may toil cvei' more wisely
and more bravely for the well-being of our fellow-creatures,
for the vindication of' goodness, for Thy greater glory,
O God.

These Confcrcnccs are to be culled together by the
jewish Association for the Protection of Girls and
Women of London, but am/sl be summoned if Eve other
Central Committees out of England demand It.

The Burwu of these Conferences in to be the jewish
Association for the Protection of Girls :und Women.

6. 'Phat It is especially desirable to safeguard girls who
have been deported because of illness, or who :ire meutnlly
incapable of taking care of themselves.

7. That efforts should be made to get the laws of each
country, which deal with the tragic, more strictly enforced
and strengthened where necessary, :uid that this should
be Clone in conjunction with the various National non-
Sectnrinn Conmtittees

8. 'Phat It is especially desirable that jews and
jcwesses should join the National non-Sectarian Com-
mittees, and assist in every way the elTorls which these
Committees are making to suppress the evil.

That parents and guardians should be inlonned of
the giavc dangers which may threaten their daughters'
future welfare unless strict enquiries are made concerning
young men who propose to marry tl\cnl,and of whose
antecedents they know hut little or nothing.

That It in very desirable that Rabbis should require
young men and women, who come to them for the
puqausc of marriage, and who have been born in it
foreign country, to produce evidence that there is \\o
legal impediment to the proposed marriage. It ia also
disirable that the Rabbis should thentselves institute
enquiries, whenever the necessity may arise.

As Chairman of (he Clam :je Hinsch Home for
Immigrant Girls, I am pleased to comply with your
request to make some suggestions for The purpose of
furthering those aims (nr which the Congress has been
called.

(4) l think It of the utmost importance that more
vigorous laws be enacted :md then strictly enforced so
that those men und women who ply the nefarious trade
he more severely punished.

(6) That better educational facilities he promoted in
the various countries (so each girl, at.least, learns how to
read and to write) ad especially, industrially, wider
opportunities be given, so as to ensure better wages.

(c) That wholesome recreation centrex he established
where boys and girls can mingle freely in pleasant
surroundings, yet controlled by some slight supervision.

(d) That homes be founded where girls can Iind
temporary Shelter er remain as permanent boarders, with
an understanding matron in charge.

'Hue Clara de Hirsch Home for Immigrant Girls was
called into existence six years ago when revelations of a
horrifying character were brought to the notice of the
community at large-how the immigrant girls were
(to-ececl, exploited, decoyed and lured to places of
perdition ; how especially the employment agencies
took advantage of the newcomer, profiting by her
inexperience, ad sending her to the worst places, which
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generally pay the best; how they were vidinlised by
greedy employers and their young life crushed out of
them.

The Home filled nu long felt want, und beginning in
cramped quarters, since then has moved into :i large
Coll1m()(liolls house, where all immigrant girls are made
welcome.

From March 1904 to March l9lo,
3,910 immigrants have passed through our Home.
3,189 went to relatives,

54o to friends,
5.17°placed as domestics,
so: other trades,

2,673 subsequent visits were made,
l,56r girls paid friendly calls to the Home,

759 re-entered again, when out on place.
Of all these girls there have been only en who hare gone

wrong, and investigating we find that they had fallen into
evil ways before they came to America, some of them
having been sent here to avoid disgracing their families.
Two of them were domestics, and we persuaded their
mistresses to take care of them, which they did, and look
them into service again, and they are now leading better
lives. It in of far-reaching inllnenec to the girl if you
can protect her at her very entranec to a new city er a
lew country. Not an immigrunt is permitted to leave Oll\'
llome before her prospective living-quarters are looked
into, to see if they are reasonably satisfactory, and if
not, we take care of them until we find decent accum-
modation for them. Ol\ly this week a girl but four weeks
in the country, negleclcxt by her brother, returned to is.
What might not have happened if she had been obliged
to live in furnishul rooms! The paid ad volunteer
probation olliwIs in New York inform is that most of
the danger lies in girls living in houses which let furnished
rooms.

Homes like the Clam do Hirsch Home serve as central
meeting grounds where the girls can come for counsel
und advice, where they gather in friendly intercimrse,
und where (hey can find instruction and enjoyment.

You will notice from our record that over r,5oo
diltereut girls eallal on us again, und the majority neural
times, ad that over 7oo re-entered to stay with us over
night er longer until they found places auxin. We never
allow a gill to take a place as domestic er in a shop but
we see to It that an adequate equivalent in paid for her
services. Homes like ours are on paramount value to any
community as they are a most ell'ective 1n~eveNtive means,
safeguarding ad protecting the girls, ad thus adding to
the civic righteousness on the respective cities.

The United States Commission on immigration
reported our Home :L-l admirably conducted, ad when
there was lately such a sweeping assertion made as to the
trade being in Jewish hand:4,it was pointed out that there
were agencies like our which existed to counteract
harmful influences.

We have been appalled at the sins of commission ; how
about our sins on omission ? Do you think if wehacl
donc our duty, had awakened to our nesponsihilities in
the last decade, so many tales on woe, so many heart-
winding stories could have been chrollicled I 'l`he time
for action is at hand. Do not let us waste time to chase
the culprits. but let us forge such a rigid chain nl
syl\1p:1tlly that our girls will know where to go for
cnunnal und help it fill tiinei and unpcelully in the hours
of temptation,-let us prepare them so for the strenuous
existence that most on them arc compelled to lead, that
they are fully equipped for the struggle-let up nee to It
that they are decently hnuscd--<:nvironn1ent to my mind
in the greatest factor in the direction of our lives. The
trend with all is towards the big centres of' commerce-il'
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we couklsee lo It that in our seething imztropolises the
housing conditions on our girls could be improved,
more sntislactory results would be then attained, und
npportunitiw given to xnnuy to lend that honest, righteous
life [er which their heart hungers, but which through dire
eircuntsiaunces they sometimes miss.

May the Congress be ann.-cessful in devising such means

REPORT ON PROTECTIVE WORK IN RUSSIA z
By BARON ALEXANDER DE ctlxzlsunc.

In the year l9oo,the Russian Society for The Protection
of Won en was organised under the Presidency of Princess
Eugenie .\laximilianovna of Oldenburg; the chief objects
of this Society are to assist in preventing women and girls
from hecomiug victims of vice, und to endeavour to induce
those who have already fallen to lead a.fresl\ a life of
respectability and honour.

'Hue Committee [er the protection of the Jewish working
girls of St. Petersburg organised ill the year 19or, under
the presidency of the late Baron Horace Gitnzhurg, had as
its object the protection of young girls from the harmful
moral circumstances in which they are placed, und the
furtherance of their moral development, ad to this end
the Committee l10\v busies itself with the active moral and
material assistance of young girls of the working classes
at that period of their lives when they especially stand in
need of such, acting on The firm conviction that The pre-
vention of evil in The most cffectiml methyl on combating It.

The Committee for the protection of the Jewish girls
of St. Petersburg had the greater reason for dedicating
itself to this side of the work, as the Russian Society for
the Defence of Won en makes no distinction in nation-
alities of the unfit tunates who enme within its scope, :ind
extends its protection to Jewish women. In exceptional
cases of great necessity, tl\e Committee for the protection

g, refused its
assistance to Jewish women of this Class, who had applied
directly for help to the Society er who had been directed
to the parent Society, bllt It always regarded this side of
its work as :i sad necessity. Thus, for instance, in the

I-lor improving the innteriul condition of he on young
girls of the working Class, the Committee, which in now
entering the loth year of its existence, has clone The
following work '. two dwelling houses have been erected
in different parts of The town, one for 5o people und the
other for 19 ; work has been orgpmised for the unemployed,
and they have a bureau for seeking work. 'l`l\c Committee
hats opened n cheap feeding house, und they will now take
:t house, in the environs of St. Petersburg,for the summer
months, where the tired girls can rest for two er three
weeks from their hard work.

The Committee, from its very beginning, in addition to
improving the lives of the girls, has drawn attention to
The necessity on raising their mental und moral level, :in
being the most powerful ricans of fighting against the
temptation of 2111 evil life. With this object there has
been arranged a Saturday Club from September to May,
which :my girl over the age of 14 may attend :ind Pam
her leisure in healthy :incl plaint conditions, in the
society of her companions :incl of the lady member:4 on
the Committee who sacrifice with love their time, energy,
und knowledge. Various occupations :incl nmusemcnts
:ire arranged for the young visitors belonging to this Club.
'l`lle Club does not cause its activity during the summer
months, as the tactics arrange trips by slczuner in the
environs of St. Petersburg.

At the Saturday Club, libraries ad reading rooms are
provided, where books can be borrowed :ill the yezu'
round.

Lcl IIS I\O\Y turn in the various depurhnellts of the
Society.
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Our oldcsl institution, the Saturday Club, has existed
since l9ol. During this period 4,35o girls have passed
under The Comlnittee's notice, of whom there have been
3,339 regular attendants, via., those who attend tlle Club
four er live times; the others were ocausional visitors.
The maximum, 3lo (alt holiday time), the minimum, 5o.
During busy tiinc, just before the general holidays when
there is extra work, there is an average Saturday attendance
of 36. Girls from all parts of the town attend the
Saturday Club. The majority of the girls are from 14 to
to years of' age (go per cent.). the other xo per cent. are
older. As to their occupation, the majority, about 6o per
cent. are workshop girls, aboiit 5 per cent. saleswomen,
I per cent. domestic servants, about 20 per cent. live with
their parents and have no special occupation. The others
are dtietly attendants at various schools, mostly from the
Jewish Technical School. The Saturday Club has been
open all this year from 2 o'clock until to p.m. when the
girls spent their time as follows :-

Al present with the newly established law of absolute
real on Sunday, at the request on the girls, It was thought
necesslry to open The club from 5 o'clock to II p.M., as
the majority of' them are only free towards the evening.
Studies in every branch taken separately last from 2 o'clock
lo 7 p.m., for those who wish It. 'l'hcre is nothing com-
pulsory. 11\e girls may come simply to meet their friends,
:\cquaintance=4, ad fellow workers, er as a little distraction.
The following branches are taught, viz., Russian, ancient
History, Gerrnrur, Arithmetic, :did different kinds of fancy
work, besides which various lectures nrc held nu different
subjects according to queatious put by the girls. So that
at the lime of the emancipation, lecturer were given hy
their desire on the subject of the social question, which,
at that moment, excited everybody's interest. At the
present time they are more interested ill Hebrew literature
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(modern), in culture and natural science. From 7 lo 8
general lectures are read on different subjects, which are
very popular. 'l11e time from 8 to lo, when the majority
on The girls are aasernhled together, is given to amusement
by the wish of the girls, As., to literature, music, and
dancing. The entrance on Saturdays is gratis, hui in
order to make the girls feel more independent, they pay
The minimum sum on one eopeck, for a glass of tea. lt
in diltieult to express on paper the inlhience that these
Saturday gatherings have; It in, however, very considemhle,
Separate instances are known when girls, belonging to
well-known families on evil repute, have nut folio\ in
the footsteps of their more unfortunate older sisters, hui,
helped morally, und often also materially, by their fellow-
workers, prepared themselves for a family er working life,
sometimes even obtaining the possibility of becoming
quite independent ad establishing themselves as heads of
their own workshops. At critical moments of their lives
girls turn to tlleir fellow-workers, to some on whom, for
some raison er other, they feel more disposed than to
others, und are always me with \Villll\l furl sincere sym-
pathy. The relations between the girls and their fellow-
workers are foundat on the principle of absolute equality,
which in necessary for the possibility of moral intercourse.
We renmrk with plaisure that well-known lecturers und
artists, not only Jews, readily give their time incl hihour
to the Saturday gatherings. in case of illness the fellow-
workers nclvisc the girls to go to physicians who cure
them gratis. In the same manner, er by paying a very
small sum they can receive nierlicine from plmrnuicien, the
owners of which are Jews. From the time of its existence
the Sntunlay Cluh has freely spread its activity :md has
met with no opposition from the Government, und not
till this winter have there been ditliculties in this respect.
In the spring, the girls, under the guidance of the Com-

But the total number of victims of this social scourge
who have come hither from abroad appears but insigni-
Hcant when compared with the number of these
unfortunates who have fallen after their an'ival here.
'f`hc great majority of the jewish women of this Class in
our American cities have come here as children with their
parents. The latter, many of them called hither by
their relatives er friemls ad reaching here without means
er available vocation, are duly welcomed on their arrival
ad more er lem suhicicntly as:4isted at the beginning to
obtain some sort of foothold in their new suwouuclingx.
They settle down with The father inducted into some
employment, usually it II very meagre .wage :md most
frequently in some newly-laxrned branch of the needle
trade, er with :\ pushcart in The street, er with some small
pack of merchandise runong the outlying mill districts of
the city. If :ill goes well, the family holds It own und
gets along. If sickness er other trouble comes, resort is
had to the help on relatives er of friends, er perhaps of'
the chcvras, er on the " down-town," that is to say the
Yiddish chzuity societies, und ultimately, when all these
sources :ac exhausted er none :ure rtvnilnhlc, thcu to the
" up-town " society of the United Hebrew charities.
Occusiolmlly :ind hui too frequently the lrlthcr runs
away, sometimes in collusion with his wife, laiviug his
family dependent on the chnritieg who help i1$ for as
absolutely necaxszxry nr powihle. However, cases of such
nbruidonmeut, though seriously considerable in numbers,
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make up hui an l'l'a\etion per cent. prolix>rlionally. The
lankily struggles along, living from hand lo mouth. [rom
year lo year, until the children grow up sullieienlly to
bear some portion of' the burden. The boys :II seven,
eight, er nine ye:u> of age sell newspapers on the :street
and go desultorily lo school : at little later some of' them
are selling knick-knaeks of one kind er another, generally
on the "down-town" streets und around the "down-
town" market-places. Al limes, such :es the Christmas
season and Easlertide. er other general holidays, these
vendors are lo he counted by scores on the central
highways of the town. II used to be that young girls
would he similarly employed, hui this was stopped some
years ago. As the hoys so cireunnitanced grow older,
most of them lind some honest enipluyment und emerge
respectably from their wretched surrounding,s, hui some
ul them, proportionately few hui numerically many,
succumb to the debasing intlnences that affect their lives
ad become utterly depraved. Early in their experience
they und their parents begin drifting apart. The latter
continue more er lean consistently lo betake themselves to
the synagogue, while the boys, sent perhaps for awhile
to some cheder, next, more er lens irregularly, to the
public schools, and soon altogether to the streets, curly
acquire all the vices of the ialulns, including the habit of'
"shooting crap," that is, gambling with dice, then learn
the trade of shop-lifting in the department stores,
developing next a larger criminality, ultimately marking
their resorts in gtunbling honshu und their homes in
brothels.

The fate of girls in similar surroundings in but the same
stony with its intrinsic variations. As the hapless
d.u\ghters of ill-conditioned er unfortunate immigrants
grow from childhood into girlhood, they are put to work
in some factory making shirtwaisti, cigars, er what not,



while others lind occupation behind the counters ul the
deparhnent stores :und other places of perfunctory sales-
ntanship. 'l`heyare making theirwayin gradually increasing
numbers into offices :md counting houses als typists :md
stenographers, but The mass of' the Jewish working girls-
and they numhcr thousands-are in the needle trade
factories and behind counters in the stores. The earnings
of factory operatives are larger than those of the shop girl.
hui the occupation of the latter is less laborious and
socially more attractive. The factory girls are for the
most part of a stunner ad more serious nature than the
others, and though the temptations in their way are tml
alight nor lew, It is generally conceded that their workday
surroundings serve to minimise rather than to accentuate
any tendency to an imnroml life. The reverse is the case
with the girls in the department stores.

The real recruiting grounds of the 1ewiM " white slave"
trallie in this country arc the so-called dancing schools
und the more public dance halls which flourish no con-
siderably in The "down-town" Jewish quarters on the
city, The moving-pichlre shows, und other cheap enter-
tainments to which The girls from shop er factory arc alp
to resort for amusement. To then: they go first in turns
encl threes, then in company with some chance
acquaintance picked up at one er another on these places
Only too often this acquaintance is some degenerate nl
jewish parentage. whose habitat is in brothels where he
seeks an income by selling jewelry to the inmates :II
exorbitant prices. Later on, the girl goes with her corn-
panion from the dance er show to a restaurant for a late
supper, and more er less wine er beer, and thence
ultimately to destruction. The succeeding stages on the
road to ruin are reached in nonna sequence. The man
becomes her business agent in retuni for a share of the
proceeds of the business, and the girl becomes a "white
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slave." He assumes more er lass the rule of her pro-
tector; he is supposed to have Fl " pull" with the police
:ml to " stand in " with (he politicians of his wruwd er
clivision. To some extent this :supposition in often true,
at least for :1 lime, until something like the tranmsfergncc
of the police to another district er the overthrow of the
diviaiou "host" changes the situation. During the
intcrvul, when he has er appears to lmve some protective
influence, he makes It his business to extort from his
several protegées, soinetiniex :i number of them in the shine
house, all that they can be induced er forced to give
up, usually on lhc pretence of demrmds by the police.
Presently, It hecmnes expedient to move the girls about,
:md this in effected through urrangcnients with wine other
dealer of the ssuuc kind, sometimes iii the same city,
twczusioiiully iii some other.

organisation wrought hy mediaeval ignorance und malice,
into The midst of a but ~».». violent social turmoil going on
in the glare of modern science und enlightenment, out
from the brutal restraints of an :autocratic tyranny into an
extreme of' personal liberty under democratic rule, the
nature of the evil becomes fairly apparent. lt is but a
phase, perhaps an inevitable feature of a period of violent
transition. lt is but an abnormality developed out of an
equally abnormal condition, the condition of a violent
social disorganisation under the shadow of Russian
barburisIn, and its penumbra on anti-scmitism in Central
Europe, a tumultuous exodus to other lands, and a slow
and painful process of reorganisation there. Such re-
organisation is procealing on this side of the Atlantic,
and though another generation must elapse before its
process becomes norlnalixed, It appears certain that with
its progress the social evils incident to the present con-
ditions of the newer Jewish community will be eliminated
from its midst.
